pasture his cows.

Thess blocks of land, with the town in
the center, Were often In the heart of or
adiolning u big estate, which had come
from grants given by the kingw of Bpain
centuries ago. The owners of the estatas
wanted the lands to add to thelr Alveady
Jarge tfacts, and so Juring the adminis-
tration ‘of President Juares they aue-
ceaded in abollshing the communal sys-
temn and passing & lnw to divide up the
lands among the people of the villages.
These peopla waere moatly peons or Ins
dlans, so simple that they sold out for
practically nothing. The owners of the
Iarge estates, wera ready to buy from
them, and the result was that the com-
munal lands cams into the hands of those
rvich owners living nearby.

, There sre now hundreds of such settle-
ments in Mexico, whare the surrvunding
lands have been aoguired by the riah
estnte owners. Many of them are not
uied, and thelr owners will neither sall
nor rent. In this way the residents of
the town ure cowpelled to work for these
men in order to iive, and the great estate
owners can fix thelr own rate of wages.
There In no chance for the peon to get
ahend! for he canmot buy the land back
and the s¥stem s such that it has meant
the ensiavement of the people.

During
the administration of Maders a teh-hour
day shift and & nine-hour night shaft
were introduced Into the workshops of
Lmany parts of the ocountry, Thin was
done with the consetit of the fuctory own~
ors, Inducaments belng given in ths way
of redustion of the taxss on gooda made
in such Meotories. According to the old
law, all tactories pald the government s
tmax of & per cent on thelr gross sales.
To auch factories as Introdnced ths new
labor rvegulatigne this tax was eut to 4
per oent, knd &t the stne time & Proposi «
tion was made fo ingreans it to 8 per
cent on sll other factories.

"This man says that the new tariff will
send many Mesican articles, which are
going to Eurupe, to the United HStates
Rald ha:

“Qur foreign commerce’ hos been stead-
ly Inerehsing, and within ten yesrs we
wiil doubla our exports. Thin is sape-
clally so as to our trade with your coun-
try, We sold you $24,000000 worth of
goods In 1MX and our tolal exporta that
Yoar were §98.000000. Bo you mee you now
take the most of what we well. You will
take oven more In the fyturs,'

"What are the chances for American
capital T I aaked.

"As woon as matters become pettled—
and they are beund to bedtome wsattled
withln & short time—the apportunities for
succesaful investment will be very great,
It Is mow twenty-five years since your
people began to sand large sums to Mex-
leo, and you now have investments
amounting to many, many millions of dol-
lars. You have large interesta in all of
our industrial undertakings. You owh
the most of our mines and enormous
quantitien of land. The right to nequire
Iund is unlimited and there are extensive
tracts nwaiting the capitalista. I balleve
that the large estates will soon have to
be divided. They will be lald out In small
holdings and will be sold on wdvan-
lageous lerma.

“There ars many ' opportunities here
along manufsvturing lines," thia man
continued, "Mexico needs many artlcles
which it does not produse and which
oouid be protected by the tarift, Our cot-
ton mills are making great sirides and at
Do distent date we ghall be sxporting
tottan cloth, We are now producing all
the sugar we need and we have & surpiue
for exportation. There ls no reason why
we should not make our own lron and
steel, and T axpoct that the wteel Industry
wiil be one of our big businesses of the
future.'”

“Miniig fa ome of our largest busi

We have hore o high plateau which slopes
wtooply down on both aldes to the ses, giv
ing un many vivers with abundant water
power, This Ix so both on the Atlantlo
and Paciflo aides of Mexico, I know of
one river which has a 7.000-font fall,
forming s meries of descents each of which
can ba utitlzsd. There are other rivaers
and stroams of large alge which will de-
velop power and for which oconcessions
could be enally gogten.

“An it Is now, we have one power plant
within ninety 'miles of Mexioo City which
furnishes 100,000 horse power, That plant
In now supplying the capital. The Falls
of Juanpoatian have been harnessed and
thére are other Powers on government
rivers which eould be vasily Geveloped.
