“The rank and fUe,” he satd, “must
stand shoulder to ahouldsr and protect
the rights of the plain people. This ordis
nance s drafted In the Interests of the
consumers of gas, It does ot ‘hice away
trom the city the power Lo regulate the
quality of gas or Inspuction of metsrs or
EAS pressure ™

Continuing, the inayor saldl he wanted
the gas ordinance mubmiitted to the most
searching examination and declarsd he
Wik golng into the eampalgn for Its adop-
tlon unafraid apd convinced the people
would siand together In the fight.

This s the miayors vpening gun In the
campaign he declared he would wage to
the end In favor of this ordinunce, which
he has made a campulgn Issue for years.

Seven S cars o Effort,

Mayor Dahlinan recounted fncldents of
sovern yewrs of effort to secure dollar gas
in redemption of a pledge mnnde the voters
when ho was Ffrst eledted mayor, The
chnnee (v pow here, e sdd, and advised
that It be taken advantage of, It curmes
through the compromise that resulted In
tha preparation of the svdinance that has
been submitted for the approval of the
Voters, The propossl Lo Light out the
case now pending In e court doss not
appeal to the majyor, bacause It meaans
delay for yearr. The ease cannot be
expected to go through to a (inal ocon-
cluslon 1n less than four years, and may
take much longer; thy water works ltign-
thon lasted for nine years  The olectric
light cose wont against the oity.

“1 belleve that the volers will approve
the proposed {ranchise for a number of
reasons,” sald the mayor. “In the Orst
place the people will get a cut of 15 cents
in thelr gan billg &t once, and this meanns
caleulating upon a very conservative estl-
mate In annunl gas salos, the saving to
the peopls during the time ihe present
Kan franchise has yel to run will amount
to not lesy than $300,000, This i» no guess
work, they are facts,

Not Perpetunl Nor Exelusive,

“The franchise Ils not perpetual. It is
Hintted to twenty-five yeurs and in reality
% nn extension of o lttle less than
twenty years, Buch an extonsion, pro-
vided the rights of the people Are prop-
erly protected, is  not unrcasonable.
Omaha s growing faster than sver before
and the gas company will be called upon
to butld needed enlargeincints and exten-
slons to keep pace with the growth of the
oity, and It must be given n reasonsble
franchise oxtension If we expect it to
ralsa the money for additional Invest-
ments (n this city. These are hard facts
that must be dealt with

“The proposed franchise is mnot ex-
clusive, SBection 10 provides: “That this
ordinance shall nmot be deemed to pro-
hibit the city from granting rights and
privileges of a similar nature to other
companies.’ The city therefore will be
freo at any and all times to grant a simi-
Jar tranchise to any other corporation, or
to bulld and operate & muntcipal gas
plant. There s no doubt or question that
thene righta are reserved to the city.

Clty May Acquire Plant.

**The proposed franchise dots not pre-
wvent the city from soguiring the ges
plant or requira the city o pay fl.more
for the plant than it would have to pay
if the tranchise s not voted, The fran-
chise provides two methods by which the
clty can take over the gas plant One,
tha appralsers’ method, similar to that
employed In the witer works case; the
other by condemnsation or eminent do-
miln. The appralsera’ method i avail-
able at the end of fifteon years and
twenty-five years, The right of the city
to condemn lhe gaa plant exists at all
\imes. This is so because section # pro-
vides that there in reserved Lo the oity
‘all rights, authority and powers which
now exiat, nnd all rights, suthority and
powers which may hereafter exint In
favor of sald city under lts charter to
condemn., appropriate and purchase the
gas works, ete,'! The same sectlon spe-
citically provides that in case the eity
poequires the plant by elther method, ‘no
value shall be placed upon the franchise,
which shall not be considered in arriving
at & price.

Hnie Contract Perlods,

“{f the voters spprove of the proposed
franchise, not only will they make sure
of 4 price no higher than §. but they
will give the mayor and council powsr
to regulate the gas mtes frem time to
time by making short-time contracts with
the gas company. These rate contract
periods can not be longer than ten years,
and may be as much leks as thought de-
sirable. The franchise does not direct
or compel ten-year contracts. 1 state
here and now, speaking for myseif. that
i case this franchise s approved I will
stand for the first rate contraet not be-

I belleve the other com-
missioners would stand the same. for the
renson that we rejected a ten-year minl-
mum provislon proposed by the Omaha
ias company. The city will thus be laft
free when the first contract expires to
take advaniage of any opportunity then
existing to obialn lower rates, and no ona
will contend serigusly that this commis-
slon would be in the couneil to make the
next contract.
Clty Controls Guality,

“The proposed franchlise does not take
from the plty its power over the quality
of gas, Inspectlon of moters, the stand-
ard of gas pressure, ete. The city retaine
such power, and we will continue to In.
slat, as In the past, upon gas service pec-
ond to none In the Unlted Slates, salt
sorvice being brought about under my
adminlstration.

“The .proposed gas franchise will bewr
the most searching Investigation. It wall
stand any genuine test In the protection
of the people’s Interests. 1t is Idle to
talk about the price of gas in other cities
where conditionn are different, the cost
of gas materiale jower, the standards «f
quality leas severs, and the taxes -pald
by the gas company much less per
1,000 cuble feet than In Omaha. Under
the proposed franchlse the gas company
will pay an anuuity or ocoupation tax
to the city aggregating 5 per cent of Its
groas Incoms, and thls In addition to
regular and specinl taxes on Its prop-
arty.

“I recommend the proposed franchise
to the people of Omaha and I urge the
Dahiman club, always standing for the
rights of the masses, to study the pro-
posed franchise and to make an organ-
lred effort to get {t approved at the slec-
tion of Augunst 19,

“This means that wes must stand
shaoulder to shoulder and appeal to the
mnk and file, showing them once more
that this club is at il times ready to d6
thelr mhare In protecting the Interosts
of the plaln peaple.”
