Whereas, You have had an ordinance
drafted providing for the appo'niment of
a food Inspector whose duty also shall be
to Inspect welghts and measures In all
stores and on peddier waREOnNA,

Whereas, You propose also to lhave
passed an ordnance for bullding iIn-
spector, and one oresting the office of
olty eloctriclan and plumbing lnspstoor,

Therefore, be it Known!

Mrat, That, confronted ay we women
are In our homs by exorbitant pricea of
foodn and meats, by the msearcity of
homs-grown frulth, owing o Impropar
cost of tranapertation, & 1w ehrinkage
and waste In delivery, it fa a merious
economio preblem for the housswife to
provide adegquats food values for her
family.

Second, That with our experience as
housckeapers and ecooks, we are appalied
at the unmanitary condittons found In
many stores and meat markela, where
decayed fruils and veguiables and Impure
ments are dlsplayed, Infected by flies
and gathering the dust and epittie and
other refuge the streets.

Third, That often wo turn away dais-
gusied at the careless and untidy habiils
of the dealers who handle foodstufias
which we must purchase for our tables.

Fourth, That with our practioal ex-
perience as housewivea, we know that
the publlc health, as well ay that of the
Individual depends on proper housing »f
familles and business Interests; that
proper lightung facllities are necessary,
while drainage I8 imperative. We further-
more know that careful snthfrlnt and
diaposa] of garbage would now insure
better conditions of health with lesa
danger of future apidemie.

Fifth, As these questions are of vital
interest te the thoughtful, unseifish
women of your city, we heartily endorse
the effort you are making to provide
clean food, honest measures and better
housing condtloni. Also we aswure You
that when the men of Nebraska nhall
grant us the ballot we will Intalligently
use thnat tool of legislation to assist you
In malntalning a high standard in all
thess departments of municipal houne-
Keeping.

ls entitled to & vole In Nebraska, Ne-
braska is ons of the flve states of the
Utlon In which this is true,

Every day from & half dosen to & dozen
men line up at the dosk and teoll thelr
tiule of woe to the olerk. Many say that
thoy have been told by judges and oclorks
of slection in the past that they cannot
vote on first papers. They go to the of-
fice then to take out frst pmpers. In
these groups of men are some who took
out thelr firet papers almost forty yenrs
ago .Recently ond han asked for final
papers, ahowing the first pupers that he
took out i 8. HMe had recently been
told that he could not vots on first papers.

First papers taken out now, however,
and all that bhave been taken out mince
September ¥, 196 are only good for
soven years. After saven years they
must alther be renewed or flnnl papers
must be taken out.
