LINCOLN, Neb, March I8,—(Special
Melegram. )—Damocratic hosts to the nmuns
ber of over 1.000 were soated at a great
banquot table in the ecity Auditorium to-
pight, where they did honor to Becrelary
of Slate W. J. Bryan on his fifty-fourth
birthday, Seated In the gallories was an-
other host who listened to the specches
of the party leaders, the man WwWhom ous
of them sald he waa glud to revere as tho
originator of the poliey of “watehiul
walting” in Mex!co.

Secretary Hryan was unabla to alland
this year as has ben his custom obl the
annual function. Instead he somd & mes-
wikge of felleltation over party achieve-
ments. BSpeeches wore made by Senmtor
Fobinson of Arkansas, of the committes
on forglgn relations; Governor Cox of
Ohio; former Governor Folk of Miasouri,
and Governor Morohead of Nebraskn B,
JL Bnavely was tosstmaster,

The banquet brought a gregd army of
condidaton for office to the oupital city.
f'hough  United States Sonator G, M,
Hitcheook, who 18 now In Omuhs, could
not find time to attend, there appeared
{0 be no gorrow ov r his absence, and
the bourbon army left no vacant chalrs
anywhere noticeable. The tone of all ad-
dresses wan laudatory of democracy; of
the pregldent, and of the Nebraska chiof-
tain, 0 whom was ascribed so much honor
for recent enactments and present policies
of democracy.

Nryan Sees His Views Triomphant.

Governor Cox of Ohlo apoke long nnd
elogquently In praise of Mr, Hryan, saying
emong other things:

"Most men who have made vast con-
tributions to thelr racs hiave been denied
the satisfaction of seeing thelr cause
vindleated whilet hey lHve, While they
knew Tull well that thelr causs was Jusi,
thelr lives, In many instanoes, wero dis-
turbed by misreprosentation and eonden-
nation and they died, misunderstood.

“If theer is any muen who deserves a
rich reward for service rendered, It ls the
distinguished son of Nebraska, and con-
spicuois as he has been for the glorious
part that he has played in the reforma-
tlon of our principies of government, ho
stands out pecullarly consplecuoius in that
he has lived lo mee in the very flower
of his mugpificent manhood the vindics-
tion of his cause.

tempting to relgn supreme In another,
“Maximilian was benevolent. Madero
war generous. Hueria Is mallgnant and

revengerul., Maximilion wuas self saori-
ficing. Madero was patriotic. Huerta In
eruel and avariclous. Hiz character is

exemplified in his declarationt ‘It costs
but 5 esnts to buy enough ropes 10 hang
a rebel’

“The vital, dominuating leader of the
1ehel armies s Villa, not Carranza,
Carranza I8 like Madero. Villa s like

Huerta. His sagacity and aggressiveness
have made him the master and the terror
of northern Mexico, Villa recognizes
nelther law nor custom. His most strik-
ing charaoteristic I8 vindictiveness,
coupled with A marked capacity for mill-
tary leadership. 1t is iHlustrated by his
now famous toast:

“‘7 hope to live to cat the bLeef that
will fatten on the graas which will grow
omr the graves of all my enamies.’

Villa Dominates Carranens.
“The slaughtar of Benton and the mur-

der of Bauch, respactively, British and
American subjects, by this ‘human tiger'
have allenated the sympathy of the ad-
ministration and conslgned the cause of
the constitutionalists to doubt If not to
doom In the minds and consclence of all
our people.

“With Villa in command in the north
and Huerta In power In the south, what
hope has Mexico? If the constitutionulist
cause should triumph, the fate of Madero
may become the lot of Carranza. Villa
probably will dominste him or destroy
him. The dark ages with all their hor-
rors, tyranny, usurpation and torture,
cannot produce namea more hideous in all
that implies oppression and outrage than
the names of Huerta and Villa. Thare s
little cholce betwean thess men, Huerta
stands for the old regime. Villa fights
for ita destruction.’”

Benator Robinson predicted that the
caune of the constitutiouslisits would be
putarded if not defeated "By its lawless
lendorship, which seomw to recognize no
limitation upon ita’ own wrath'

Polley Is Justified,

“The polley of our government Is justi-
fied by conditions in Mexice, Senator
Robinson continued. '“The spirft of. lm-
patience which has prompted some Lo ad-
voeate armed intervention must be re-
mtrained. Our expemence in the Philip-
pihes and the whele history of Mexico,
warn us agalnst hasty or inconsiderats
action. Intervemtion means a long period
of oocupstion, It makes certain the mac-
rifice of thousands of lives. It would
array all Mexico against the United States
amd unite all factions there agninst our
armion

“Let those who oriticiss the polley of
‘watchful walting’ anticipate the resulls
of armed intervention. Let them realiso
the many, turbulant years of strife that
must follow; the blood that must Inevita-
bly flow; the homes that must be made
desalate; the almost hopolessness of the
problem of bringing order out of chaos
and of establishing a stable government
in Mexlco on principles unfamiliar to e

fng his theories. It s more than that this|
