WASHINGTON, April 1¢—Mandamus
provesdings to compel the produetion of
books and papers to discloss financial
deallngs between the Now Haven raliroad
and the Dillard .company will be started
immedintely Ly the Interstato Commerce

commission
( Chief Counscl Folk atated that he would

bring Lhe proceedings, probably at New
Haven. s decision came at the end
of & morning of examination of witnesses
who refused to ‘anawer guestions Intend-
ing to develop evidence of dealings in-
volving millions of dollars. On the ad-
vice of their attorneys they denled the
right of the Interstate Commerce commis-
slon to inquire into the financial affalirs
between the company and the rallroad.

When the hearlng adjourned there waa
& probabliity that the testimony of
Charles 8. Mellen, former presldent of
ths New Tlaven system, might be delayed
to awalt the outcome of the mandamus
procesdings.

Purepone oof Inguley.

The inguiry, under the direction of Com-
misaloner MeChord, s being made in com-
pliance wilh a senate reaclution directing
the commission to develop all facts re-
garding the New Haven's banking con-
nectiona, the purchases of its subsidiary
properties, the money paid for them and
the emoluments or commlissions paid for
pegotiating the various transactions.

Mr. MeChord announced that the prin-
cipal subject to be considered at present
was jhe relation of the Billlard company
to the financial operations of the New
Haven. Walker D. Ilines, counsel for
the present management, sald at the
opening that It was the poliay of Chalr-
man Billlott and the present management
to co-operate In every way with the
cammiesion apd furnish all information.

Harry V. Whipple, president of the
Merchants' Natlonal bank of New Haven,
’onn., the first witnesa, refused to tea-
tify as to his business relations with
the Billard company. ¥He sald he was
not now a stockholder In that company,
but had been up to last fall

“To whom did you mssll your mtock In
the Billard company?' he was asked.

] must decline to anawer that queation
because 1 regurd it as an Invaslon of
my personal rights,” replied Whipple.

Hailroad Feflea Commiasion.

Judge Stoddard, counsel for the New

Haven, explained Mr. Whipple's declina-

' tion to reply.

“Wa challonge the rights and the jur-
lgdictlon of the cummission,'” sald he,
“ta Inquire Into any act of the Billard
company. Our conolusion la that such an
inquiry would be boyond the ascope of
the commission’'s authority. Acling on
that conclusion we have declded to de-
oline to answer questions relating lo
puch matters’

“Wats thers any relations between the
Billard company and the New Haven
during your Incumbency as tremsurer of
the Billard company?’ Mr, Whipple was
asiced,

The witness again declined to answer,
by advice of counsel.

“Suppose,” suggestad Chlef Counael Folk
of the commission, “that it can be shown
that the Billard company owea the New
Huven rallroad many millfona of dollars,
do you think ihst it would be desirable
1o concenl this fact. in view of the desire
of the menale for the Ilnformation?”

General Endorses
Military Training
Camps for Students

WABHINGTON, Apri] I&-<Major Gen-
eral Lacnard Wood, chiaf of staff of the
army, today sent out to school superin-
tendents all over the country a letier an-
dorsing the student military Instruction
camps 1o be held during the coming sum-
mer. Alluding to the fact that these
Gamips have the hearty endorsement of
Prosident Wilson and former Prosident
Taf, as well as leading edocators, Gen-
eral Wood sava:

"Knowing the benefit of a certain
amount of military tralning to a nation
and that in the United States such train-
Ing can only be obtalned by volumtary
offort and thet the groat majority of
young msn are unable to nfford this
training, as glven In the wvartous mill-
tary schools anid colleges, Lthe apcretary
of war has declded to establish four stu-
denta’ military tastruction camps during
the coming summer, Lo whivh students 18
years of age, or over—members of the
Erudunting classes at high  schools
through the country—are aligible to at-
tend; this at the miinimum cost for food
and clothing and transportation,

“These camps are of great value, not
only to the student from & physical and
educational standpolnt, but to the nas
ton, In that It spreads among Ita citi-
rens a conslderable amount of aound mill-
tary Information and Increases. by just
that muech the number of partially trained
men who wouldl be avallable and greatly
noeeded In time of emergency.’’

The campa will be held at Asheviile,
N. .; Burlington, Vt., and Ludington,
Mieh., from July €0 to August 7 and at
Monterey, Cal, from June 26 to July 3,
The Unlvarsity of IHilnols. with fifteen
students enrolled for camp at Ladington,

Hail, Wind and Frost t
Damage Crops in
Central Florida

OCALA, Fla., Aprill 10.—~Hall and wind
storma, accompanied by a sharp fall In
temperature last night, did many thou-
sand dollars damage to vegetables and
cltrus frults throughout central Florida.
Orange groves and melon and tomato
flelds suffered severely, Southern Flor-
lda, however, whete the bulk of the pen-
insula citrus frults are produced, experi-
enced only a cool rain. Frost in the state
was confined to the northwestern section,
where crops were not sufficlently ma-
tured to suffer materially.

The heaviest losa was in this section,
which was swept by a sturm of cyclonie
proportions. Houses were unroofed, win-
dows broken and severnl large ormmnge
groves destroyed. The melon crop In this
and adjoining counties, the center of the
malon belt of Florida, is belleved to bhe,
almost & total loss. . .

WASIUNGTON, April 10.-The faderal
reserve bank organization commitiss to-
uight iesued n statement defending s
vhidee of reserve bank cities and defini-
tion of preserve districta. It wae ths first
official answer made to oriticisms volcos
in oongress and heard from clties which
sought reserve banks, but failed to get
them, For the first (ime some of tha
datu used by the commitiee inreaching its
voncluslons was made publio.

Particular attention was given to the
committes’'s reapona for choosing M-
Iants, Oa., and Dallss, Tex, In prafer-
vhoe to New Orlenna; for selecting Wieh-
mond, Va, instead of Baltimors, and for
naming Kansis Clty Inatead of Denver.
Omuha or Lincoln, The committes called
wttention to the fact that ainoe thirty-
woven cities were applicants and only
twolve named twenty-five had to be dis-
nppolnted. .

“With so many conflicting clalms,” sald
the statement, “‘somebody had to Judge
Congrees  constituted the committes a
court and gave the fedoral reserve board
the power of review. Disappointed com-
petitors should week s remedy through
the orderly process that the law pra-
scriben.

“Critios of the decislon of the commit-
tea reveal misundersianding snd eithor
do not know or Appesr not to know that
the federal reserve hanks are bankers'
banks and not ordinayy commercial
banks; that they are to hold the reservea
and to clear the checka of member banks,
mike rediscounta ft:“th&ll !li:.' +
in cortain opon market ¢ ons, .

It showed that the capital
and surplus of nationsl banks in Atlants
was greatsr in New Orlsans, while in
Lalias it was less, but that in both Dal-
1as and Atlanta the loans and discounts
