“It began to look too much like busi-
ness and 1 called Loule maide and 1 aald,
pointing to & man across Lhe street:

"Da you ses that fellow over there?
He sald, ‘Yeu' I sald: 1 mm almost
positive that (s & private detective that
District Atlorney Whitman has amsigned
to watch Rosenthal'. They took ths hint
and departed and went home.'

“This testimony of Dresner bears the
unmistakable stamp of being made to
fit Rome's testimony. It Is somewhat
remarkable that notwithstanding the ap-
prohonslon of Dresner that something
dire was golng to happen, nothing dld
happen because of the words alleged to
have besn uttared by Rose,

“Whils the testimony of Ross on the
trial concerning the incident at the Gar-
den restaurant was competent to show
preparation and combination on the part
of the main defendants for the commis-
sion of & crime, It wan merely & step In
the progression of proof and & contradic.
tion of that, even If true, would of It-
#alf be wholly Insutficlent to warrant the
granting of a new trial,

Unworthy of Credence.

It Is remarkable that this  witnesa
should be found to be pressnt at two
Important times: that ls on the IMh
at the Garden restaurant and on the
Hth in Forty-third street at the time of
the killing. Intrinsically, this testimony
ia unworthy of oredence, and If there
was any slament for that convictiom It
in furnished by the witness himself, in-
amsmuch as knowing the widespread no-
toriaty given ta the murder of Nosen-
thal, and & knowledge of his part of the
Importance of his testimony, he refrainsd
from coming forward and making known
to counsal for the defendants or te the
district attorney what ha had heard and
olserved,

“"Burwell testified that when In Foriy-
third street on the morning of Rosen-
thal's death he heard two shots and saw
the man who fired the shots run. He
sald he did not keow the man, but de
soribad Lo some extent his personal ap-
pearance. The point of his tsstimony
resta on his statement that neither of
the four defepdants was the man who
fired the shots. Burwell never saw sither

“Thin witness, like the preceding wits
nessen, did not come forward until the
last hour to give hia testimony. though
he had been fquestionad by a deputy com-
missloner of poline, to whom hs admitied
he lied in respect ta the dslivery of this
lettor.

"Kalmanson testifisd that
Forty-third strest, saw an automoblle
and recognized Vallon standing on the
runnipng board, holding a pistol In his
hand, He did not know Vallon, had
never seen him, and the only means of
recognition that he had was that two
months Inter he saw In a Clevaland news-
paper & pleture purporting to be that of
Harry Vallon. This testimmony s similar
to that of the Leatimony given by Burwell,
befors refarred to, and s allke worth-
lesn. Thin withess also maintained afl-

“ipml points In the testimony of each of
these four withesses and in doing so I
bave not referred to tha testimony of the
affidavits In contradiction, not to the im-
presslon, which was produced upen mmy
mind during thelr sxamination and oross-
exawination. That Impreasion was most
persussive of dlabellef In what (hey sald
If no other circumstances axisted, but
that of their sllence and delay In coming
forward until the lest moment. notwith.
standing there esisted great public ex.

Exsevationeyr Arrives.

OSRINING, N, Y, Aprll 1A-Whils
fullle efforts were being made in New
York €ty to prevent the axeoution enrly
tomorrow morning of the four pun-
men oconvicted of the murder of Harman
Rosenthal, Klectriolan Davis, whe directs
the mechanical phase of slectrocutions,
arrived at Hing Sing prison yesterday to
engage in the preliminaries of the task
set him.

A dramatic oocurrence marked his ar-
rival. Just as Jacob Rosenbery, C(ather
of “Lafty Loule” Rosenberg, one of the
quaptet condemnsd (o die In the chalr,
appeared at the prisom olutching & peti-
tion from Rabbl Goldstein, asking for the
postponement of the execution until next
Thursday, he met Davia, When tald who
the man was the gunman's father mut-
terad something under Mas breath, turned
his face and rushed into the prison. Mr.
Rosenberg saw hia son for 4 few mo-
mente, Later he was told that his peti-
tion would be uselasa vnless it could be
premenied to Huperintendent of State
Prisons Riley, who had Just left for
Albany.

The urrival of Wlectrician Davis seein-
ingly put the seal of finality on tha fate
of the four guamen.

A rumor that Superintondent Riley had
in his hands a confeasion from 'Dago
Frank” Clroficl, with whom he had »
long converantion before leaving the
prison, waa Alsposed of tonlght by a
statement from Father Cashin, the prison
chaplain.

The ohlpl.lln explained that “Dago
Frank,” In whom HSuperintendant Riley
had taken special Interest in his over-
night visit to the prison, had dlotated
three pages of comment upon his own
case as distinet from the others. While
the exact text of the statement is met
known, It ls understood that it s not a
confesslon snd 4ld not ditfer materially
from the analysis of his case previoualy
offered. The other gunmen again relter-
ated today their persistent declaration
that “Dago Frank” was not present at
the time of the murder,

The prisoners were Kept ln jgnorance
of the progress of the hearing before
Judge Goff and extracted what comfert
they could from this last hope. Bul the
bella! in an eleventh hour dellverance,
which has defied and survived the fallure
of every appeal, today collapssd. Tha
gunmen wera sure they are golng to dis,
it was sald about ths prison,
