A systematic . campaign has been In-

augurated In Omaha to do away with tho
practice nf sending out large quantities
of goods on approval, to persons who
mako a hnhlt of doing this at tho differ-
ent ' 'stores,

The cost of collection and delivery of
tho packages, together with tho damago
to the goods from handling, has been
nit expense which merchants havo beforo
not been able to reduce

The result Is that a small percent of

"One of' tho chief objects of tile retail
ers' association Is to reduce tho cost ot
doing business, and tha ultimate qost ot
goods to the consumer," said Secretary
J. W. Metcalfe. "Wo now have a plan
to report these peOp(o who abuse the gen-

erosity of merchants,' so that all members
of the nssoolatlon may- .ho warned ot
thnso persons.

"It Is really nothing but a campaign
to educate tho publlo or' rdther the few
women who Imposo on tho merchants,
and wo believe that wb will bo ablo to
do It and eliminate this trado abuse with-
out hurting their fcollngs, or making
them enemies. e havo found that whon
people are.
