HOW TO SOW SEEDS
AND TRANSPLANT SETTINGS

There appears to be some doubt smong
amatour gardeners as Lo the meaning of
various tarms and thelr application, ss-
povially with regard to planting. Bo we
may as well run over this subject right
now when the sowing of seeds tha
notting out of plants are at thalr ght.

In the first place, secds are mown, out.
doors, elther in hills or drills. This word
arill cauren some confusion, since §t" s
also used not only as m verb to describe
the aot of planting In a dArill, but even to

seoda are sown. In other words, we fre-
guently fnd ourselves drilling sseds in a
arlll with a 4rlll. However, It all be-
comes simple when we understand that
drill, In the sense 1 first montioned,
means merely a continnous rew, Drill
and bl sowing are Hlustrated in the
planting of spinach, respectively. Thus
wo mmke very shallow drilla when we
plant in flats or sead boxes and desper
and wider gnes outdoars,

Natarally, the smalier the seed the
sballower the Arill. Thus there are few
‘ differences to be noted in the manner of
sowing most of the amnaller garden vege-
tables. When we come lo peas, hoana,
corn and various mombers of the gourd
family, we ancounjer different meana for
achieving difforent resulis
