Thin search has bLeen mads, but
cullulnr evolution hay not been dimeov-
ered. The great founders of the doctrine
of evolution do not make extreme clalms
like wome of their followers:

Complete materiallats, those who belleve
that matter s eternal, therefore not ote-
ated, will find the significant words “‘cre-
atlon" and “crested” on page 8, volume
I of “Origin of Bpecies.” thus: "Bingle
Centers of Bupposed Creatlion' We are
thus brought to the gquestion whioh has
boen largely discussed by naturalists,
namely, whether spocies have been ore-
wind sl one or more points of the earth's
surfaoce. Undoubtedly there are many
cason of extreme difficully in unders
standing how the same species could pos-
by have migrated from soms one point
to the several distant [solsted polnts
where now found,

that each apecies was first produced
within the single reglon captivates the
mind.
