She made a willing and
aven an eager witnesa for her husband,

Tomorrow Caminett! will begin his per-
wonal defsnse with his own account of
how he happened, “Incldentally and scol-
dentally,” to leave his wife In Sacta~
mento with a baby three weoks old when
he fled ncrosa the Callfornia lne with

Lola Norris.
Poeas Not Deay Acis
Caminettl doss not deny hia acta; he
