AVERY ADDRESSES STUDENTS

Chancellor of University of KNo-
braska Makes Annual Address.

DISCUSSES THE REMOVAL ISSUE

He Says Univessiiy's Gremtnean Lios
Larmely ian 1ts Unity and Pleads
for Larger and More Effec
tive I'hysieal Plant.

LINCOLN, Bapt ¥ —{Speclal)—-Chan-
cellor Bamusl Avery of tha University of
MNebraska In his convoeation address this
morning, &lscussed the question of re-
moval of the university o ths wsate
farm. He sald In part:

“Before the close of the presenl year,
mare sccurately after January 1. 1944, |
shall bave been In offios a Jonger period
than any of my predecessoras except Dr.
Andrews By tha nauthority delegated
from the regants and the facultien, I have
sirendy issued about ss many alplomas
and oertificates as any of my prede-
cetbors, and, excluding those lssusd by
Pr, Andrews, slmost a8 many as afl the
rest combined. T mention thess facta, not
bersuse of any Inhereot bmpor but,
after the mannsr of the courts, to qual-
ity as an expert witness, I have boew
somewhat in touch with university af-
falrs for pearly a guarter of a century,
and veory intimatsly so, for the last five
yenrs. A pummer spent in directing to
some extent the securing of 3,000 signers
to an initiative patition has brought me
into closs contact with the people of the
state. Flence, I feel that | can speak,
it not with wisdom, al least with knowl-
odge on the paming of some cofises In
the university's history and especialiy the
insl and perhaps the greatest crisis. You
will, therefors, pardon me, I sam  gulie
pure, if I depart from the traditional
good advice o infoming freshmen. This
morning I wish 1o speak of matters of
a bropder nature, o the whols university
sommunity and through the press to
the people of the siate at large.”
