8,000,000 par vear. Explaining the bill to
the senate, he sald that it proposed to
croaté a body aimilar to the Interwiate
Cfommerce commission, to have the sams
power over [ndustrial concerns that the
latter exercises over the transportation
companies,

“The purpose |s to protect the people
with some degree of promploess from the
extortionate practices of powerful cor-
porations without destroying the business
they represent,” he aaid.
