In ardme 10 bring befure the Omaba
alumnl of the University of Nebraska

Aetalle regarding the proposed removal
of the wtats school to the state farm,
Amos Thomas, formerly pecretary of tho
Omaba Alumnl association, and now sec
retary of the Omaha University colub,
has gathersd some facts on the cost
removal.  Mr. Thomas was moved, pri-
marily, to get data by the apinfon held
by mome persons that the cost of bullding
of & permanent unpivermty on largs and
sibstantial Hnes, would be.a burdensome
tax on the people of tha wtate Ths
facts collectad by Mr. Thomas are con-
talned In the fellowing a“ticls whioh hes
ham propared:

A careful consderstion of ths cost of
the 1 mill levy will reveal the fact that |
few persons will pay as much tax for
this purpose as they would readily sub-
weribe for a loeal purpose of casual In-
terest to them, subscribe sven without
thinking the subscription In any way bur-
denmaome.

of

Cost to Farmers of Tax.

“In ordear to determine what a 1 mill tax
would cost the farmera In different sec-
tionas of the state, the assessment roll
from the siate treasurer which gives the
average value of improved land In several
oountiss of the state was obtalned. In
making these estimstes the valuation of
unimproved land has not been conaldersd,
and, as nearly all farma eontain wome
unlimproved land, oarrying lower value,
tha actual cost per farm would be less
in most cases than the figures here
wlven. The comst here IndMcated In ob-
tained for a quartar seotion by multiply-
ing tha average value of the Improved
land In the county by 160, to wive the
malus of a quarter sectlon and then by
L mill, which would indieate the tax.

“The improved land In Adams county
In valued for aasessmant purposes at
$10.30 per nore A 1 miill tax on an
average quartsr seotion of this ocounty
mrould pay ¥LE per Yoar. Improved
land in Banner county in valued at §1.10
T ACTe, A quarter section of wuch
Iand would pay a tax of 1Poents. Buffalo
oounty s valuad at §548 per aore, n
auarter seotion paying n tax of 8 cents
por year; Brown county would also pay
the same tax. In Colfax county, whioh
has an ssseased value on Improved land
of 4N, a quarter wectlon would pay
IR per year. (Gage county would pay
201, Madlson county would pay §1.48,
Merrick county, $1.42, and Bawnrd county
$138 per more.

"The university is conducting many ae-
tivities In the state such as the Farmers'
Institute work, the short courses, agri-
cultoral schools, substatlons and the
work with farm demonstrators, to in-
crease the efficlency of the farmer and
the earning power of the land. Esxper]-
ment station bulletins giving the results
of methods which wik eneapen produc-
tion are published and distributed among
farmers.

Help to Farmers,

There fan be no question that the ac-
tvitles of the university to help the farm-
ers results in increasing the profits on
the lamwd many miillons of dollars) per
year, An extensive farmer in Saunders
county recently sald Ythat the work with
corn (n his county had Increased the pro-
duction L0M0OOM bushels per yoar. BEx-
periments In feeding eattle have shown
that practical methods of combining corn
and alfalfa have increased the efficlancy
of these feods from 10 to 2 per cent,
which would mean an increased profit of
not less than 5,000,000 per year, The work
af the university In connection with meth-
ode of bleaching flour for the benefit of
Hu'nlller and the farmer alons Inoreased
the wealth of Nebraska far beyond the
total cost of the university to the state

“The protection of hogs against cholers
by serum and the manufacturing of
serum by the university will save the
state, when the method ts fully estab-
lished, not less than 82,000,000 per year,
All the benefits from the plant now in
use make a saving to the state of at least
B10,000,000 per year.

“In order to take advantage of the
practical knowledge which the university
has made available to the farimers by
locating farm demonstrators in the va-
ripus counties, many farmers of Baward
county, Gage county and Merriek county
have subscribad from §1 to S50 emch to
establivh and malntain a farm demon-
strator In  thelr community. This is
purely for thelr local benefit.

Should Willagly Pay.

*Surely the furmeras of these counties
end of many others will he willing to pay
the necessnry tax in order that other
men may be fitted to wasist rural com-
munities in the Improvement of the farm
and of the social conditions in the county.
In Merriek county It s claimed that the
benaflt from the cow testing assocla-
tiona alons will very greatly exceed their
part of the cost of bullding a greater
uni\‘erilly.

“The demand is on for the teaching of
agriculture In the public schools. Teach-
ers for this purpose can only be trained
where agriculture ia taught in a thor-
oughly seclentific as well as practical
manner. Thepe teachers must be trained
in the agricultural c¢ollege. Surely those
who are Interested In making the high
school practical and useful to the people
will be willing to pay the small cost of
from $1 to B on an improved quarter
section farm to bulld a greater university, +
which In turn will help them to Increass
thelir profita l

“There Ia hardly a person interested In
education or In bullding up his local com-
munity who Is not In soms way affected
by the activities of the upiversity,
Through ita® Influence on the punlic
wehools, through the work of its experi-
ment sgation, through the assisianoce
which It gives by agricultural extenslon,
the unlversity attempts o serve the .
ple of the state In avery way which will
benefit the community. The amount of
such service depsnds upon s abliity to
develop a thoroughly efficient institution,
At the present time It s unable to under-—
take any new lines of activity, because &
has cutgrown its present bulldings and s
Wmited In Its equipment. i
