They have a theater In Ban
Josp that comt 81,8000 and the debonair
soclety would make one think he were
in Parin. But go out of this gilded Pl
nes of pleasure and vou are on stroets
paved with antigue cobble stones, over
which rattle with deafening confusion
the primitive old ox carts, still nerving
the purpose of commerclal vehicles.

Lomg Coveted Goal Attalined Ahont

n Month After the Amunndsen
Farty  Vind Arrived
There,

LONDON, Feb. 10, —~Nowa reached the
world today that Captaln  wbert ¥
Seott, the Antarctlo explorer, and an un-
known number of his companions perished
in the Antarotic while on thelp réturn
Journey from the Houth pole

They reached thelr goal on January 19,
1912, about m month aiter Captain faold
Amundxon, the Norwegitn, had planted
the flng of his country there. Then they

turned back toward the bases they had
forined on thelr outward journey, bt
wera overtaken, overwhalmed and do-

stroyed by & blizzard.

The news of the deathis were brought to
olvilization today by the oaptaln of the
Terra Nova, the vessel which had taken
Seott's expedition to the south and which
had gone ngain to feteh It back after the
accomplishment of the task

Bodles and Wevcords Hecovered,

A searching expedition recovered
bodies and recordd of the party

Only a few brief bulletine were sent
today from (he New Zealand port of
CGamary by the captaln  of the Terra
Nova, who related simply the fate of the
parly, and then proceeded with his ves-
nel for the port of Littleton, where he
should arrive Thursday.

The disaster came as an ulter surprise
to London and caet a gloom over the
chmmunity which har been unequaled
alnce the death of King Bdward,

It s belleved hare that the disaster doss
not Involve all of the Scott purty of sixty-
alx, but probably only Hoott himself and
the four others selected by him for the
final dash to the pole. There are supposed
to ba Dr. Wilson, chief of the wscientiflc
staff; Captain L. K. Goates of Innesskill-
Ing dragoons; Lisutenant H, Howers, of
the Royal Indian marine, the ecommis-
nariat officer and petty officer, . Evans,
of the British royal navy.
