The wheat In
Argentina hoa turned out better thanwas generally looked for, and the qual tj
Is said to be excellent In the United
States and Canada there Is still a bissurplus of wheat, which must be sold or
carried over Into another crop. In bjtn
of thuse countries holders aro not In-
clined to force their grain upon buyers,as they contend that the crops In both
Canada and the United States have oteii
tinder-estimate- d and that buyers will uo
forced to tako hold at selleres' prices
later on.

The action of bulls In corn will be
closely watched. Tho holdings In Chi-
cago of tho cotton crowd aro believed to
bo quite large' and any attempt on theirport to get out will start a sharp break.
While on the other hand any attempt on
the part of shorts to cover would drive
prlcos skyward. The stocks of contractcorn at Chicago, aa woll as at other
points, Is abnormally small and shorts
cannot expect to. depend on delivering
tho grain In order to get out of tho hole.
Cash corn was 14c lower.

Oats aro more likely to sympathize
wlt,h the corn and possibly with- wheat.
Cash oats was unchanged.

Clearances were 697,000 bushels of corn,
75,000 bushels of oata and wheat and corn
equal to 860,000 bushels.

Liverpool closed HSd lower on wheat
and ild higher on corn.

primary wheat receipts were 1,324,000
bushels and shipments were 394,000 bush-
els.

Wheat gave way grudgingly a fow
fractions at a time. One reason for tho
reluctance was that dispatches from
India said the rainfall . though fairly
general, had been light. In addition
there was fenr of a return of activity
on the Part of tho bulls In coarse gram
The market could not withstand the
grudual effect of 'selling duo to the ex
cellent conditions in autumn-sow- n news.
Considerable attention wns given to a
big Increase of tho number of cargoes
on ocean nassaco.

Sniallness of tho gain In the visible
supply total brought about relative
firmness of wheat during the last part
of the sosclon. At no time, thougn, am
thu market get back to last week's clos-
ing levels.

Huge receipts made tho corn market
heavy. The trade Ignored, higher cables
and paid no heed to Argentina. On thu
other hand, oats during most of the day
showed more activity and strength than
naa neen tne caso in a ions wmie.
Sellers of July corn bought September
outs freely, a fact that led to much
spreading Between tno various muuum.

Provisions rose on account of largo ex-
ports and In consequence of higher prices
for hogs. Stock yard dealerB wero lively
to grab offerings when the market ex-

perienced a temporary dip.

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NEW YORK STOCK MARKET

Day's Movement Consists of a Slow,
Dragging Decline.

MEXICAN ISSUES ARE SOLD

TlKhtrnlna; of Money Itntea Another
Development Which l'nron Hear

Cnll Money Ilenehen Four
Per Cent.

N'ltW YOltK. Keb. lO.-- Tho undertone
of the stock market weakened today and
a number of representative Issues suih ks
tho llarnmans, Heading, at. I'aui. ienign
Vulloy and Smelting, dropped back a
point or more. Speculation was marked by
tho lassitude which has prevailed re-
cently and at no time was tho list sub
jected to severe pressure. Tho day s
movement consisted or a siow, dragging
decline.

Tho market Situation wan somewhat
less favorable. Outbreak of tho revolu-
tion In Mexico led to selling by tho
trading element of stocks of corporations
operating In tho southorly republic. Na-
tional Hallways of Mexico first preferred
broko 5 points.

Another development which favored the
bears was tho tightening of money rates.
Call money climbed to 4 per cent, the
highest slnco tho first week of the year.
While there was no quotable change In
time money rates the tone was appreci-
ably firmer. Foreign exchange rntes wore
easier. Such a change In the money
market was foreshadowed by tho poor
bank statement of Saturday, which
showed that tho surplus reserve had been
virtually out In two.

Tho foreign financial situation and the
probability of further exports of old
wero nlxo of direct Influence on the
money market hero.

The Steel corporation reported a de-
crease of nearly 103,000 tons In unfilled
orders at the end of January, tho first
shrinkage slnco last March. As the orders
on hand aro sufficient, It U estimated, to
keep tho mills busy for night months, the
decline was hardly considered of serious
moment.

Continued selling of Southern Pncillo
forced It still lower, the price touching
103, the bottom figure slnco IMS. A fow
specialties showed strength. Can rose over
2 points and Union Hag preferred 7

points.
Bond prices In the main wore lower.

proving Breaking of Merger.

SEES ROADS IN COMPETITION

I'ultin Put'irU' HnlilltiK nf Honthern
Pacific1. Stock Must tin Sold In

l.nrner Proportion to Latter
ItnatPn .shareholders.

WASHINGTON, Feb. Gen
ernl Wickcrsham announced tontght that
he had reached nn agreement with tho
representatives of tho Union Pacific and
Southern Pacific railroads for the dis-

solution of the Harrtman merger as
decreed by tho supremo court '

The Union Pacific agrees to sell It
1.3rt6,M shares ot Southern Pacific stock
to Its own stockholders and those of the
Southern Paclflo In what the govern-
ment regards ns safe proportion. Th
Union Pacific will acquire tho Central
Pacific from tho Southern' Pacific, giving
It an extension frorri Ogden to the Pa-
cific coast.

Tho plan nnnounccd tqnlght Is essen-
tially tho samo ns that mado public 1

few days ago by tho two roads when they
renrhed nn agreement satisfactory tn
thcniBclvcs dissolving the mergor. Thi
attorney general In n public statement to-

night goes Into greater detail, howover,
and declares that competition will sup-
plant monopoly under tho agreed schcm.i
nf separation. Hti gives It Ills unqualified
approval.

Tho various contracts necessary for thfl
carrying out of the agreement aiithoriied
by tho boards of directors of the railroad
companies, have been complatcd and tho
effectiveness of the plan Is conditional
upon Its approval by tho United States
district court ,to which It will b presented
nt nn early date.

AVIckeralinin M'splnlns Plnn.
Tho dissolution agreement, as stated by

tho attorney general. Is this:
"Tho plan In brief, provides for tha

disposition of l,2iiG,0O() shares of stock
of tho Southern Pacific company, which
the supremp court requires tho Union
Pacific to dispose of, by offering the soma
for subscription to nnd among the stock
holders of tho Union Paclflo and tha
Southern Pacific companies, the holder ot
every four shnres of stock of the Union
Pacific company to have the right to
subscribe for one of such Southern
Pacific share, and tho holder of every
threo shares of Southern Pacific stock
to have tho right to subscribe for ona
share of such shares. The larger propor
tion given to tho Southern Pacific stock-
holders was Insisted upon by the attorney
general for tho purpose of Insuring a
wider distribution nmong tho Soutborn
Pacific shareholders nnd to guard against
tho securing of any undue control of
the Southern Pacific company by tha
stockholders of tho Union Pacific. Tho
result of the distribution If all the share-
holders should avail ot their subscription
rights, will be that the present stock-
holders of tha Southern Paclflo company
will own 71 per cont of Its capital stock.
whllo tho stockholders ot the Union
Paclflo will hold 29 per cont. The stock
Is so offered for subscription at a prlco
practically equal to par, payable In four
Installments, extending over a period of
nine months."

Kaiser Tells Nation
to Remember Faith

BERLIN, Feb. 10. Declaring that the
Prussians wore "oppressed and dis-

membered folk," In 1800 as a consequence
of God's judgment, because they had lost
faith In Him. tho German emperor at u
memorial servloo at Berlin university, de
llvered today a characteristic speech,
warning tho present generation ot Ger
mans not to forget tho faith of their
fathers. Tho emperor emphasized his
words by pounding on the desk.

Ho assertod that the Germans of today
aro inclined to believe only In tangible
things nnd to place difficulties In
religion's way. Thoy should study his-
tory, ho said, and see how tho Prussians
regalnod their old faith and fought th.i
war of liberation, whose glorjous result
was not man's work, but God's work,

"Looking neither to tho right nor tn
the loft." said the omnoror, ''wo will go
our direct way, eyes uplifted and heurti
uplifted with trust In God. Then we can
all repent tho great chancellor's words:

" 'Wo Germans fear God nnd nothing
else In tho world.'"

A storm of applause followed the em-

peror's speech which was Impromptu
and entirely unexpected.
