The stntement Is made public that the or " lir" Army or tne Hopuni'c
contract for the Burlington line i the meeting. The resolution,
from Powder Blver 'to Orln Junction,! unanimously
Wyo., has been let nnd that
begin with tho first approach of spring.

The grading contract, aggregnljng ap--j

proximately $1,000,000, has been awarded
to Twohy Bros, ot Tacomn, Wusli., who
will be on the Job as soon nftcr spring
comes as they can nssenblo their forOe.
It is understood that the 100 or more miles
will be completed before next winter. The
new line will follow tho Northwestern',
lU'sslng through generally n level coun
try, much of which Is almost n water
grade.

The completion of this cut-of- f on tho
Burlington will give It a direct line to the
north Pacific coast, and it Is said It will
be the road's main line between Chicago
nnd Senttle. It Is expected that most of
tho coast business will be routed through
Omaha.

When the Burlington's Powder
cut-o- ff Is In operation It Is said the rout-ln- g

of business from Chicago will follow
tho main line Into Omaha, which will be
made a more Important point on the sys- -

tern than ever before. From hero the
coast trains will run to Cheyenne ana
thence over the Colorado & Southern to
Orln Junction, and from there to laurel.
Mont . where they will bo taken over by
tho Northern Pacific nnd carried on to
Portland, Tacoma nnd Seattle.
