To sxtiract this the heer was heated to
1% degrees Fahrenhelt and a current of
carbonic acld gas wan forced through L
The gas, It was found, satractsd one-half
the aleohol., leaving the heer with the
same taste. but containing only 3 per
rent aleohol

The aleohol cames out in minute bub-
hirs, knd three gallone are extracted from
& hogehead of heer. This is found to be
a8 parfect fuel for Ariving motor cars.
Why can not the same thing be done
with apirtta and other stronger beverages?
