Ilrslden the Idea of liberal supplies on
tho farms, the bulls had to contend with
M,r rerelntii nt Mltin'eanolls and Duluth.

unnthuroKl WITH Preparing tO IIiaKO III'
creased shipments In conseauence of the
Ideal outlook for crops. Absence of for-
eign demand tended further to pull down
wii.ut. Th situation In this respect
made more emphatic statements that
murJi of tho recent export business had
been merely the filling out of old con-
tracts. Primary arrivals of wheat wero
709,000 bushels, against 417,000 bushels a
year ago; seaboard clearances of wheat
and corn equalled 249,000 bushels.

There waa no snap to the buying side
of corn. Weather reports suggested
lighter feeding and better conditions for
hauling. Purchasers also had mlsglv-Itie- n

In reeard to the government report.
Talk of enlarged acreage had a weaken
Ing effect on oats.

Chances of an increaseu run on iioua
next week cut some figure in lowering
tho provision market, mobi 01 aeu- -
Ing. however, came from longs intent on
realizing proms.
