Twister Which Strikes Village Kills
Aged Retired Farmer,

————

TWENTY-SEVEN ARE INJURED

When Storm Waas Forming Sehool
Children Were Dismisscd and
Better Part of Clitinens
Went to Cellars,

STURGEON; Mo, April L~Willlam
Mathis, 87 years old, & rvetired farmer,
was killed, his wife, Mary, and his
daughter, Ruth, 34 years old, Wers prob-
ably ftatally injured, twenty-five per-
sons were losa seriously hurt, and & score
of realdences were demoilshed, when a
tornado passed within s half mile of
Bturgeon this afterncon. The wrasdo
formed southwest of Bturgeon and trav-
eled northeast

As the clouds became threatening this
aftarnoon, the Sturgeon school was dis-
missed and practically all the towns-
people sought refuge in oyclone cellars

The tornado struck Lafrabés, Mo.
across the line in Audrain county and
there demolished the water tank of the
Chicago & Alton rallway, hurled several
box cars off the track and tore down
telegraph and telephone poles

Wabash passenger traln No, L, from
Kansas City to S8t Louis, ran into tele-
graph poles blown across the trnck east
of Sturgeon, bul no one was injured.

News of the damnge wrought by the
storm was brought to Sturgeon and sur-
rounding towns by farmeors. bMuany Iarm
bulldings were destroyed, and many
houses were unroofed.

The storm passed here at I o'clock, " No
damage was dope In Sturgeon, the
tornado sweeping within half a mile of
this place into the country A great
hail storm followed.

Mathls and his femily lived poven
miles southwest. They wers at dinner
when the tarnado struck their home,
