The men, In
venge, consequently visited the cafes in
the neighboring villages and made &
point of returning home late at night
The women of Plona then petitioned fur
the establishment of a cafe under thel:
mAnngement, glving ample financlal and
‘‘moral”’ guarantees, and the petition was
granted.

The cale was launched by the women of
the village and kept under thelr contrul
Gouod drinks and food were sold at a
iittle over cost price, and the farmers’
daughters took It In turn to walt on the
customers once a week, and everybody
18 0 well served that thers have bean no
mores excursions to other villages and
midnight returns. The cafe ig closed at
Ul p. m., and nobody who has had a glaws
tod much is mllowed another drink. The
“petticoat cafe,”” as it is nicknamed, ls &
distinet financial success, becauss the
women give thelr services fres, and buy
the best in the cheapest market and at
