Little Lord Fauntleroy {s thirty-seven years
old. How fast heroes grow up! He hates the
character we all loved, He Is so tired of hear-
ing people say behind politely screening bands:
“You'd never think of it to look at him, would
you? The crown of his hatred for tha char-
acter was placed upon him at Harvard. It was
a crown of thorna, for the Harvard studenta
forced the young freshman fto put on Little
Lord Fauntleroy clothes and march sround the
campus in what he rudely termed “the blanked
duds.”

But when Little Lord Fauntleroy grew up he
didn't grow very far. Like “Dearest” his

mother, he Is cousideérably less than medium
height. Mrs. Burnett, now sixty, lives In &
country home at Plandome Park, Long Island,
surrounded by gardens of blue flowers.
