Hteel s rajigo was H. The list
showed a tendency toward heaviness In
tho early trading, but bear operators
found that they were not able to bring
about any general selling and subse-
quently bought back their stocks.

Canadian Pacific showed exceptional
heaviness, opening 2 points off owing
to Minrp break In London before the open
lng here. The stock rallied, but later
sold off There waa heavy trading
In Mexican Petroleum because of the In
crease In dividend rate, and first sales
were recorded as 2,000 shares at COWSJfiC,

compared with yesterday's close of 63&.
The stock was supplied at the higher
price and quickly sold off.

As had been forecasted by the easing
of monoy rates yesterday and the known
movements of currency during the week,
the banks were shown In the weekly
statement to hnve strengthened their po-
sition, although the actual cash, which
amounted to 13.173,000, was smaller than
was Indicated. Loans were scaled down
considerably and over f4.000.000 was added
to the excess cash reserve, Although thelarger corn yielding parts of tho country
are still feeling oftccts of the floods, the
business outlook, us reported by the mer-
cantile nuclides In their weekly reviews,
Is bright. In some lines thero was notedu growing tendency toward conservatismon nccount of pending tariff changes.

While the principal industrial trades
are Btlll experiencing some abatement of
activity as a result of tho recent floodt
In the west and the conservatism pro-
duced by the pendtng tariff readjust-
ment, there is apparently no fundamental
or permanent change In the situation.
The reduction in the Bank of England
rate of discount to iM per cent, tho
financial improvement In Germany and
the easier tendency of money In our own
markets are among the most fnvorablo
developments ot thei week.

Winter wheat conditions are all that
could be desired, foreshadowing a very
large yield, and while seeding of spring
wheat haa been somewhat delayed by
the recent wet weather, cotton planting
la progressing favorably. These factors
account for the feeling of confldcnco
which generally prevails In mercantile
circles in spite of the reduction In cur-
rent consumptive demands.

This reduction reveals Itself in tho sta-
tistics of bank exchanges, tho volume of
which this week decreased 9.1 per cent
from last year, but the total was 22.3
per cent higher than In 19U. Bollroad
gross earnings declined 3.3 per cent In tho
first week of April, due mainly to tho
reduced traffic on the southern and other
roads affected by the floods.

The steel trade has not yet fully re-

covered from the effects of the flood
disaster, and tho declining price tendency
In pig Iron Is more pronounced.

Copper Is firmer.
