There were mnnv In the trade
who formed the opinion overnight that
It was the opportune moment to rout
inose wno.uciieve that wheat is not nign
enough, nnd they started In early to

the Job. There was good buying
by larger commission houses, but this
buying was of a quiet yet persistent de
scription, n was soon aiscoverea, too,
that the buying was much stronser than
tho selling, and when the shorts at- -
ttmpteu to cover on war news spread
out before the speculative world tho
wheat was not within their reach. Some
of them became alarmed and they covered
on me advances wnicn were estaDiisnea

The market wm jl tnnitt nhnnrmal Af.
fair when the bearish crop news is taken
Into consideration. The Modern Miller,
In Its weekly crop outlook of the south-
west, said that the promise at the present
is for the largest crop ot winter wheat
ever raised.

In addition to this report was "the lack
oi export or aomestlo merchandising de-
mand, coupled with rainfall In Nebraska,
Kansas and South Dakota.

John Irurles. who la recoimlzed as one
ot the best and most reliable crop experts,
rwirea nis pnnc nais rrora isnia. uk.,
yesterday that the northern part of that
state is auve witn chinch bugs ana tney
are working extensively In the wheat
fit-Ids-. Cash wheat was unchanged to
uc mgner.

The corn market Is somethtnc of an
enigma, not only to tho pit detectives,
who watch conditions closest, but to the
trade In general. It Is claimed by some
that the July and September corn Is being
accumulated by strong people, and that
this fact has been a help to the May
option. While the Chicago market closed
without any material change yesterday,
there ,was nn undercurrent for all the op-
tions, with the September option the
most prominent. The latter month is the
favorite with some ot the hlRh rolling
speculators, and the shorts will be mada
to surfer in case of any crop damage
from hot winds and other causes during
the summer months.
