With reference to the American Pro-
tootive Associntion I thiok I koow as
mueh about Its origin, its alms, s
principles and methods us any person
outslde of the order Is llkely to know.
Iam in recelpt weekly of some twonty-
five different patrlotic papers. The
privciplos of the association [ have
ourefully examined, as well as con-
versod with some of its highest oftficers
In the country. 1 have also redd the
disousslons pro and con conceralng It
in the pewspapers, and made myself
familiar with its methods and its opora-
tions in d1%eront parts of the lund, All
this | felt in duty bound to do before,
a8 & public teacher, 1 was justified In
dotermining that It was the Irlond or
the foe of Amorican lostitutions

Aftor thus carefully studying the
subjoct [ would say to those whg rail
agalnst it and demand (ts overfhirow,
and as some do call for the punishment
of {ts mombers, with Gamalld on an-
other oconsion, “Refrain frow these
men, and let them alono; for If this
course or this work be of man iy will
come to noughty but If it b of God, ye
oannof overthrow it; lest hkplully yo be
found Hghting agalost God.”

(1.) As to I origin. Some of lts
oritios; like the New York TWmes, say
“it was startod some oight years ago in
Boston, But somehow ft did not thrive
well In the shadow of Bunker HIll, and
when [t died lts projectors carried it
out west,” Debs, president of the A.
R. U. says {1 was started some three
yoars ago in an office in Wall strewt,
New York, by some rallrond magnates
for the purpose of breaking up the
labor unions. Others agaln say (it
originated with Orangemen and Cana-
dinns, and still others that It was
founded by Englishmen for the purpos
of broaking uvp the Irish Home Rule
organizations (o thiscountry. Now the
truth is the order had its birth out in
Iowa over six years ago. Now, why
was It orgunized? What condition of
affairs called forth the movement and
led to its phenomenal growth? Why s
It that its ranks are belog Inoreased not
only by those whom we call the com-
mon poeople, but also by the more in-
telligent classes of the community?
Surely thers must have been something
peculine in the condivon of things to
Bave produe d such & movement as this,
History is full of great movements,
great uorlsings of the poople, great up-
heaviogs of popular opinion, and back
of them there have besn some causes,

The responeibility for the organize-
tion of the A, P. A. rests upon the
Romun Cutholie hicrarchy In America,
not for whnt that chureh had done or
taught 300 years ago, but for what that
¢hurch through its hierarchy was dolng
in the United States (o this Ninetecnth
contury and in these lator days. Ts 1862
that hlerarchy while in council assem-
bled in Baltimore declared that the
mission of the church In this country
was ‘1o make Ameries Catholie.,” As
1ste as 1880, Archbishop Ireland in the
Roman Ustholic congress at Baltimore
In eloquens and burning words en
thused the assembled thousands by de-
olaring that the mission of Romanists
in this country was “‘to make America
Catholie,” and only a few weeks sgo
Archbishop Satolli said in New York,
‘“What we have done for other nstions,
we will do for America.™

A few years ago some liberty-loving
gitizens seelng that the trend of things
was to the fullillment of Rome's predic-
tion, that she had already taken the
outposts of republicanism, that our
great oltles, with few exceptions she
bhad captured, and by her agents she
bad toa groat extent manipulsted the
press and secured, ifnot for (s advocacy,
its silence; for the American encyclo-
pedis she had revised the history of her
intrigues and persecutions; and to suit
her wishes our great dictionary had
been mutilated in its definitions, just as
the truths of history she had sup-
pressed and perverted. in our text
books; and “ad made terms with party
leaders 80 a8 to seoure grants of land
and money and anousl subsidies in the
ghape of charities. Seelng how the
ghurch through her hierarchy thus

mennoed our libertles and national in-
stitutions, Incleding our free school
system, o overthrow which she was
exerting every force st her command,
some true loyal Americans formed
what is termed the American Protec
tive Asocintion. 1 will bricfly refer w
some of the eriticisms against [t

(1) Religlous diserimination. The
encrules of the order bring the charge
on this, saylng 1t {5 un-American and
wpoopstitutional W0 vole aguiost & man
bocause of hils religlon. Such eritios
must olther be Ignorant of the consti-
tutlon of the country oo the rights of
American eltivens, else they are play-
lng the Jesuit. Are they ignorant of
the lact that congress for years voled
agalost Mormons on acoount of thelr
religlon, and that foally congress, by
solemn glhiate, made polygamy a crime,
nolwithstanding polygamy was a funds
mental dogma of the Mormon chureh?
The people of Uiah and Arizona have
hoen voilng for these many years to
keep the Mormons out of office solely on
sccount of thelr religlon. Why have
not the clerfonl critics of the A, P, A.
denounced such conduct?  Are these
orities also Ignorant of the fact that the
United States supreme court has de-
elded that the laws of one of our states
disfranchising Mormons s  constitu-
tional on the theory that the man who
takes the oath the Mormons are ro-
guired to take, cannot be a good citizen?
If the argument of the eritics as o
Catholles Is sound, then this partisan
hostility w the Mormons and the con-
gresslonal legislation againgt them and
this suprome court decision I8 unconstl-
tutionnl. Iv will not do for the crities
to answer that polygamy Is not & re-
Hglon, but an offense against modern
elvilization, becsuso If they do, then
they must allow the American Protoc
tive Association to stand oo like ground
and reply that Romanlsm s vot a re-
liglon It is politics, atleast the Roman-
fam 1o which they object, that is 4 sys-
tem of the darkest political intrigue
and despotism, cloaking itself o avold
attack under the sacred name of re-
ligion.

[ know that some of the Protestant
clorioal upholders of Romanism say It
is nota political system, but & religlous
scot, This only shows how little they
know of the system. That Romanism
is a politicnl system, despotic In it or-
ganization, anti-American, antl-repub-
Honn, antl-everything that s meant by
freedom of speech, frefdom of con-
sclence, freedom of the press, and
especially free schools, must be appar-
ont to every unprejudiced student of
that system. Romuanism does not ae-
knowledge the right of the people to
govern, but claims for itsell the su-
preme right to govern all people and
all rulers hy divine right,

It does not wlerate the liberty of the
press, I takes advantage indeed of our
liberty of the press to use its own press
agalnst our liberty, but it proclalms In
the thunders of the vatican, and with a
volee which It pronounces infallible
and unchangeable that ‘it 1s a liberty
never sufficiently to be exeorated and
dotested.” It does not tolerate liberty
of conscience nor liberty of opinion
The one s denounced by the soverelgn
pontif as “‘a most pestilential ervor,”
nnd the other “a pest most of all others
to be dreaded o a state.”

Now these are political tenets;, not
roliglous, yet they are held and taught
by the hlerarchy ln close union with
the church's falth. Let the hierarchy
separate these, or If they cannot or will
not, then let the hlerarchy cease to
whine about rellglous persecution,

(2.) But ivis sabd the A, 1% A, Is un-
American. What Is Amerlcan? What
Is Americanism? [ believe Amerlea
stands for liberty of speech, free politi-
cal action, non-interference with raoli-
glous conviotlons, ¢ntire separation of
church and state, freedom of the press,
[ree schools, a free people, government
of the people, by the people and for the
people,  Amerleanism I take it to mean
loyaliy to Amorican Institutions {lrres-
pective of pativity) opposition to for-
vign Intervention in American nffairs,
Now in the light of this definition,
examineg the priveiples of the American
Protective Association. The principles
as adopied by that association, and set
forth in the declarations of its supreme
counclls, and I challenge any onze to
deny their thorough Americanism.
Here are the principles summarized:
Restriction of immigration, an educa-
tional qualification for suffrage, ome
gensral non-sectarian froe public school
system, no appropriation of publie fund
or publie property to sectarian pur-
poses, taxation of all property not
owned and controlled by the publie,
public official fnspection of all scholastic
and reformatory institutions, the elec-
tion to office of only such as owe their
primal civil allegisnce to thelr coun-
try's constitution and flag.

What is there un-American about
this? Any citizen who is of good
moral character who approves of these
prineiples Is ellgible to membership re-
gardless of his place of birth, his ereed,
or his party affilintions. What s there
prosoriptive about this? If itis un-
Amerlosn to desire an honest ballot
and correct count, that our publie school
system should continue unimpaired to
do its work of education for all, that
church and state should continue to re-
main separate and distinet, that the
stars and stripes alone should recelve
the unqualified alleginnce of all whom

they shelter and proteet, that crimical

—_—

L
and pauper immlgrstion be stopped,
that every voter should be able 1o read
and write in the language of the nation,
then the A. . A Is un-American.

But it Is unconstitutional it ls sald
by Ita critles. It disoriminates they
say against the religion of the Roman
Catholic citizen. T have already shown
that the A. P, A. ls not opposed o him
on acoount of his religion. Its ¢lerical
defamers know that seither In Masso-
chusctts nor elsewhere in the United
States do men volo against Romanists
on the ground that they belleve n the
Immaculate conception, transubstantia-
tlon, purgatory, extreme unctloa, or
any other similar dootrine, but becyuse
they are belng led by the hierarchy to
use their office and exercise thelr suf-
frage to further the lnoterosts of the
church and not the country,

These defamers of the A. P. A. and
apologists lor Homanlsts have nothiong
to say about the well-known and unde-
nlable fact to which we have already
alluded, that the papal hicrarchy alm
to overthrow our clvil Instivutions,
founded upon the will of the people,
und to reconstruct and found them ypou
the will of the pope. They seem to be
ignorant of the fact, or If they know I,
they suppross it, viz., that Pope Lo
XTII exhorts all Catholics to take an
sotive part In all municipal affairs and
olections, and to make themselves folt,
a8 active elements In daily political
life, and todo all in thelr power to canse
the copstitutions of states and legisla-
tures to be modelled in the princlplesof
the true church,

When the natlon’s safety Is thus
mensced, her institutions Imperilled,
and an organization springs up te proteoct
what has been purchased by blood, is it
sane for any one to claim that it is un-
constitutional* The order donies no
person his political and religious lib-
erty. To perpetunte this lberty 18 one
of ite cardinal principles. The fact s
it is only by misrepresenting its prin-
ciples and objects that a plea can be
mude against it constitutionality, No
such plea can be made so long as facts
and truths are adhered to.

The order nover has, so say
authorized expounders—and I beliove
them—and does not now, deny any one
the sacred privilege of worshipplog
God in any manner he may choose,

The eritics of the A. P. A. ought to
goto the root of the matter, The avor-
age citizen looks with disgust and alarm
at the condivion of things In the nation,
He knows [t is the verlest bosh to deny
that Roman Catholics In this country
have not been claiming and also getting
more than they are justly entitled to in
proportion to thelr population. There is
not a large olty In the land, unless per-
haps it is Philadelphis, that is not
under bondage to the Roman church,
and where 00 per cent. of the offices,
especinlly the high salaried, are not
filled by the members of that chureh,
Even Dr, Washington Gladden, who
has so roundly condemned the A. P. A,
—about which he koows little or
nothing—If he had been honest would
have found plenty of material out of
which to frame an indictment against
that church, and grounds for such an
organization as the A P. A. for he
says: “For one | confess that I cannot
look with complacency upon the atti-
tude of some of the Roman Catholic
leaders townrd the public schools, and
thelr attempts to use the municipal
machinery for their own purposes,
when they have the power, are not re-
assuring.” Ah, Dr. Gladden, as well
85 every other clerical apologist who
says religlon has no place In American
polities, must be blind indeed If they
do not know that the most marvellous
political machine in the world today
is the Romun church, and there s nos
& politician in the country who dare
antagonize it No other church as
such takes any part in politics, but the
church of Rome does, and maintaios, as
is well known, a perpetusl lobby at
Washington, and so successful has been
that lobbying, that for years the Ro-
man Catholic seet numbering less than
8,000,000, has been getting nearly two-
thirds of all government appropriation
for Indian education, and all other re-
liglous sects and those of no religion,
numbering together 55,000,000, get but
Httle over one-third. Such being the
case, what folly to talk about the A. P.
A. dragging religion {into polities.
Religion has slready got control of
politics and the misslon of the A. P.
A. is to drive her out of politics, and
place her In the holy and supreme
realm where she properly belongs,

A few words ns to its methods: Itis
a secret sociewy, and as such naturally
comes in for all the condemnation that
falls to the lot of any socret soclety,
is clear, however, that unless such a
society is treasonable or dangerous o
the safety and peace of & community,
by its principles or methods, it hasa
right 10 exist. There isnothing in law
or common justics 0 prevent men from
combining in organization for any
definite object, and maintaining their
meetings, plans and deliberations in
secret if they so choose.

Much as we may think that secrecy
is an unfortunate adjunct to aAny poliu-
cal movement, if there are cltizens of
this free republio who think differently,
they have an inalienable right to do so,
and form any secret society they ploass,
and I am free to confess that il a secret
soclety {8 In place at all, it is in place

[is

sgainst the plottlogs of that hoary
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socret soclety, which the Encyclopadls
Brittanica says “whose hilt s st Rome
and whose point f8  everywhere.'
Strange i&n't 14 that many of those who
denounce the A. P. A. because itisa
secret order, have nothing to say about
the order of the Jesults, the most In-
famous and erime-stalned organization
that this planet has ever seen; un order
which exists today unhampered by law
In these states, snd yot has been driven
out of almost every state in Earope and
Spanish America. Why s It that men
can swallow the Clap-na-Gaels, the
Hivernlans, the Foresters, the Kalghts
of 54 John and heaven knows how
many more, and yet make such & wry
face on the sppearsoce of the Ameri-
can Protective Association? Why is it
that they expend all thelr energles in
denouncing the A. P, A, and have
nothing but honeyed words lor the
“suxiliaries of the church,"

The critice make much also of the
docoments which they say are issued
by the A. . A, There Is no question
but that many connected with the order
bave done and sald foollsh things, and
that there are some lecturers in the
field who are fomenting religious in-
wlerance that they may gain thereby.
But the fact that injudlolous words and
deeds in some places aceompuny this
movement is no more argument against
it thas many a fool and faoatic has
taken it upon himself w advance the
cause of religion or religious liberty,
by methods any other than commend-
able. Had these critics taken such
steps as every bonest person would have
taken who desired to discuss & subject
lairly, the steps that I took, viz., to
write to the officlal authorities of the
organizations as to the authenticlty of
sald documents, they would have
learned what [ learned, that the orgun
lzation bad no mere to do with the
preparation and clrculation of such
fake documents than they had, and
ought not therefore to be held respon-
sible for them.

But again it Is said, the members of
the order have to take oath never to
trade with, nor to employ & Roman
Catholic. Those who ought to know
tell me this is not so. People leave out
qualifying words, and garble sentences
quite often to sult thelr purpose. 1
know members of the order that do
employ Roman Catholics and trade
with Roman Catholics, I say I kvow
this.

But let us look on the other side.
Let us go Into any Catholic home In
this city that employs help, and let us
see how things stand. How many Pro-
testants do you suppose you would find?
Very few I venture to say. And sup-
pose you investigate the firms and es-
tablishments employing help, I know
not how it may be in Chelsea, but I
know of Roman Catholic fiems in Bos-
ton, Lynn and Cambridge where Cath-
olic help, and that only, are employed;
the proprietors say they must look out
for their “own people” first.

The facts are, wherever Roman Cath-
olics come into the control of manufac
turing establishments they weed out
Protestant employees and substitute
Catholics; and whenever they are
elected or appointed to office, they re-
mova wherever possible all Protestant
clerks and fill their places with their
own creed, and now when the tables
are belng turned, and their own dearly
beloved boycott is threatened to be
used against them, they whine and
whine, and cry out bigotry,

While the A. P. A, though founded
in honesty and erected npon patriotism,
like all other immense regenerative
organlzations linble tw err, and
doubtle-s has erred, yot no unprejus
diced observant of its history will gain-
say the fuot that to that organization,
the people In muny sections of the
country are indebted for many of the
official reforms that have taken place
in the lust two or three years,

Truly, il & tree may be judged by its
[ruits, the A. P. A. has ylelded an
abundant harvest both of patriotism
and of good government. What matter
that it was cultivated In segret and
nurtured In obscurity. Its works re-
main, and speak for themsslves, Lot
the people judge whether, like the bar-
ren fig trec,in the parable, it deserves
tw be hewn down and cast into the fire,
