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MASGNRY IN NEBHASKA

Nebraska Lodge No. L, A.F. & A M.
Celebrates Iis Alst Anniversary,

With an Elaberate Spread, Eloguent
Speoches, and Sweet Soungs, Friday
Evening, Feb, 15, 15895,

Probably in the history of Free Ma
sonry in Nebrasks thers hus npever
beén & more enjoyable evening spent by
the members of the craflt, their wives,
daughters or sweetheurts than
spent last Fridey evenlng la Masoele
Temple In Omaha.

On that evening more than one hun-
dred Master Masons, in respoase o the
invitation sent out by the chalrman ol
the committee on arrangements, re
paired to the temple, in compaoy with
& lady—elther thelr wile, davghter, or
8 friend—and parsicipated in 1he cxer-
clses which were to commemorate the
introduction of Free Masoory luto Ne-
braska lorty-one years before.

Worshipful Master, Oscar R Allen
soted as master of ceremonies.  His
firsy care was to see that every porson
was feoling perfecidy at home, after
which he talled the meeting to order,
und bade the brethren and the guests
asscmbled welcome fn the foliowing
language:

“Ladies and Brothers: This meeting
is called to celebrate the 4lst anniver-
sury of the lodge.

1 feel most grateful to those members
located ata distance nnd these ladles
for thelr presence tonight.

“Forty-one years ngo this month this
lodge was established, by dispunsaiion
of the grand lodge of 1llinols, at Belle-
vue, Neb,

“It is unnecessury to to the
hardships undergone by s early mem-
bers in Bellevue, where Indlacs, mort
or less hostile, were more plentiful than
white men, or to thelir efiorts to build
up and maintain Nebraska Lodgo, No.
1, Suffice it to ray, that until Omaba
was made the termionl of the Union
Pacitie rallroad, it was in a flourlsning
condition: but our members scatbered
in thewr efforts to better their condis
tion, and at one time it wus almost de
¢ided to surrender its charter, but it
being the first lodge established (o Ne
bragks, certain brethrea located in
Omuha, declded to, If pessible, huve 1y
brought here, and suceseded in their
efforts, since when its advancement and
incresse in membership has been all
its warmest [*lends could ever huave
hoped for.

“This lodge has the honor of having
upon its roster of members the name of
the first Mason ever made in Nebraska,
Brother Henry T. Clark’

Its first jewels were made of tin, and
they are now in our possession and are
safely taken care of.

“There are present tonight those
who became members of this lodge over
thirty years ago, and [ would say tha
we dre today ina most fourlshing con-
ditlon, and there are yet good things
in swre for this old Nuvbraska lodge,
No. 1.

1 bid you all welcome, and trust
there muy be aoquuintances established
here tonight pleasant sod profitable
to all."

Brother Allen then introduccd Judge
W. 8. Fulker, who delivered an exoel
lent sddress, drawing upon the his-
tory of Free Masonry not only fu Ne-
braska, bat also in the world. Tt was
such un address as any person would be
entertalned and instructed in listenlog
1o: and few, indued, if any, of his words
fell upon inuttenlive ears that evening.
The judge spoke as follows:

“Mr. 'resident, Ladies and Gentle-
men: Owing to the limited time 4t my
disposul, in which to prepare an ad-
dress, it will not be expected of me, on
this occasion, to give more than a few
fragments of thought upon this grand
subject of ancienv cralt, Masonry, an
Insight of which embraces all human
knowledge.

“Many of the sclentists and philos
ophers of pust ages have dovoted years
of laborious study and research in en-
deavoring to discover the true origin
of this worthy and grand institution,
and when their labors were ended,they
found that the origin was hidden in the
night of time.

“We may speculate and conjecturs,
gaining glimpses of the true origin by
bringing certain konown facts to the
altar of reason, snd, upon a stricy test,
we find the waters pure—hence declare
the fountain incorrupt.

“Free Masonry

And when we behold the vast expinse
of the universe and its unerring laws,
we conclude that it is not the work of
man that brought forih apd ushered
into existence the sublime principle of

“We read in the history written by
Josephus, that, after the deluge, the
handiwork of the cralt was visible In
Enoch's pillars, erected by Seth, who
lived with Adam, unotil the year of
light, 930, both disciples of the arts.

“The s cond son of Hum latroduced
the mysteries into Egypt in all of thelr
originsl purity A part of their labors
are stlll extant urder the
Pyramids, which, in thelr decayiog
condition are the wondoerment of all be
heldars.  The lareliles practiced Ma-
sonry io Egypt us recclved by their
master, Mows. We read ln one of the
lights of the order which Is replete
with Masonle lore that they were
trafned up tw the bullding of vwo citles
with stone. la lhe your 1715, be‘ore
the christian era, Numa Pompilius in-
stituted 131 socletles of artisans. With
these, s with all of thelr predecessors,
a due and propes regard for religion
was pa'd.

“A crowning polnt of Masonic lore s
s dellghtiul submis-ion to the supremo
will of the Grand Architect of the uni-
Some of the most celebrated
sclentists und philosophers have made
journeys Into strange lunds that they
might begome proticient in the mys
teries of Musonry., Plus.o and Pythag-
oras were among the number that
were Initiated and obwined the mys
terios of the ancient craft that chanted
he musical praise o an All-wise Belog.
From Shinar, the scleoce and art was
carried to distant parts of the world,
notwithstanding the confusion of the
dialects, Falthful breasy slgns, sym-
bols and grips were thelr chart of
knowledge which crowned their future
e forts with suceess.

“‘In all ages of the world, this eraft,
by whatever name koown, has boen
celebrated for its knowledge and virtu-
ous besrings. Pythagoras was a great
lover of the art, and that he might bet
ter sacquaint himsell with its sublime
doctrine, was thirty years travelling in
Arabin, Phwoecla, Judea, Babylon,
Gaul and Indis, the cradle of the hu-
mun race. Durlng this time he made
great proficlency, snd beosme s0 de-
lighted and eommored of the subjuct
vhiat he spent his life labor in ite study.
He died 4t the age of 70, leaving be-
hind him & record us a Master Mason
that time cannot efface. From hig
school or lodge, two eminent pupils
came forth, polished by the art of Ma-
gonry, In the persons of Damon and
Pythias, whose scts of brotherly love,
for one snother. are in harmony and
keeplog with the spirit of Masonry.

“As | promised fragments In my
openiog, 1 will procead, not in point of
time, but with the crowning plece ol
architeoture carrled forwwrd and con-
summsuted by the crafti—Iit was that of
Solomon's Temple, in the year 1012, be-
fore the christian era. Hiram, a Master
Muson, the son of Ahibsl, king of Tyre,
was one of the prineipal architects at
the bullding of the temple—this stu-
pendous edifice, which has been and al-
ways will remain the admiration of the
world, weas Musonically dedicated two
thie only living God. It requlred seven
vears lo its coustruction, during which
time It rained not, that the eraflt might
not be impeded In theie work. There
were engaged in and about its construe-
tion 80,000 apprentices, 70,000 fellow
crafts, 3,300 overseers, three grand
masters; Solomon, kiog of Isriel, repre-
sented by the pillar of strength; Hiram,
king of Tyre, represented by the pillar
of strength: Hiram, the wonderful
architecy who excelled In fine work,
represented by the pillar of beauty. It
natwirally occurs to us that it would re-
quire years to initiste and train so
large o number of skilled workmen.
During i1s construction, peace and har-
mony prevailed, indloative of Masonic
worth. Many of the anclen: records of
the order were lost or destroyed in the
wars of tho Saxons and Danes. A por-
tion of an oid record reads, ‘St. Albans
loved Mazons well, cherishod them
much, made their pay right good, for
he gave them two shillings per week
and three pence to their cheer: before
that time In all the land, & Masoa had
but & penny a day aod his meat: be
procured a charter and held & general
councll and ndmed it assembly and
thercalter did himsell help make Ma-

“But, serlously speaking, worshipful
mastor and brethren, this day forty-one
years ago, was-an lmportunt one for
this lodge, und for the Masonle [rater
of Nebraska., The solemn verl
monisl of the first dedication of o
Muasonle lodge, and the inswullation of
its ofticers wok place for the frst time
within the boundaries of Nebraska,
wnd murked the most lmportsnt event
in the Muasonle history of the state.
The occusion was not an sceldent, but
u result, It was the result of the devo-
tion of Masons to the principles which
are taught In the lodge room, and
their desire to see them grow aond ox-
tend and prosper with the growth and
prosperity of the new country In which
they had made thelr new home.

“At thut time a little hamlet of log
houses had been erected by a band ol
hardy ploneors ot 4 spot about twalve
mlles south of where we are now gath-
ered. This Httle bund of settiors from
the fur cast, aod tho red natives of the!
great  northwoest there 10-
goether, & mixture of the eivilized and
the barbarle., 1t was o rude hamlot of
but u few log huta, this town of Belleve,
forty-one yeurs ago.  Among
sturdy frontiorsmen were o fow mom-
bers of the mystic de, nod though far
from the homes of thelr youth, and the
altars where thelr Musonle vows were
taken, thelr fervor hind pot abatcd, and
they determined rutse In thelr
midsts & Masouie altar around which
they could again gusher

“It was not aneasy or aslinple mater
at thut time and place w eswabllsh a
lodge, nnd many & weary mile of almost
trackless  prairie stretched  betwesn
them wnd the nearest grand body on
the vast, and to the west was a wild,
snd almost unexplored country, in
which no one had yet the hardthood 1o
hope even that soy clty would rise, or
any considerable settloment plant lwself.
The grand lodge of Illinols was then
the nearest to which application could
b+ mude for authority o Institute o
lodge, and to the grund master of that
stite npplication was accord ingly made,

“The petition wis signed by Brothers
L. B. Kinney, A. R. Gilmore, P. J.
MeMahan, George Hepoer, A. W. Hol-
lister, A. H. Burct and A. Lockwood.
The grand muaster of Llinols
pleased to grant the petition, and a dis-
pensation wus granted In the fall of
1854, and given o Brother Gllmore
who had gone 1o Chicago to receive QL
Thils was the first dizpensation for the
tercitory of Nebraskn,
