v of 80 great & value as 0 render thelr
bestowa!l upon every person, without
regard 10 his Bloess or bils abliliy to
properly sppreciste them, s matter of
common concern. Already we have
placed the ballot In the bands of the
lgnorant horde that has come 1o us
from pope-cursed and priest-ridden
countries and It Is directed agalost our
own Interests and the |nterests of our
country whonever those Interests are
thought to be In confiict with the Inter
et of the pope and his church.

The sons of Chingse
parents born In this country, us they
have become of sge, have beon recog-
nized se oltizens by birth, and as thelr
number has been quite small they have
been permitted 1w vote when presenting
themselves at the polls, without ques-
tion s to thelr right to do so. At the
last election in this city, however,
about fifty of them cast thelr ballots,
and now a canviss of the elty brings o
light the fact that the total number of
native-born adult male Chinese among
us Is nourly, or quite, 2,000, with, of
course, & continual Inorense. 1t would
seem that nothing s to be done in the
matter but to permit them to register
nnd then to vote, the same as other
natiye-born citizens. 1t Is clalming,
however, that & way lo prevent, or at
lenst to chock, this sort of tbing has
beon discoyered. [t is held that the
wearing of s queus by & Ohinaman Is &
mark of alleglance w the Chinese om-
peror, #nd unless un Americsn-born
Chinese will consent to renounce that
alleginnce by cuttlng off his pigtail he
cannot be recognlzed a8 a citizen, nor
allowed to vote, Tie question will, of
course, have to bo decided by the
courts, though the position taken with
reference to It appears to be nltogether
ressonable, and the principle involved,
thet evidence should be given by cach
Amerfcan-borp Chinamsn that he re
pudiates all olaim of the Chinese em-
peror upon him, in order to recelve
recognition as  oftizen is certalnly just
and right.

“The discussion of thiz matter brings
up snother one quite analogous to It—
we had almost sald the same one, in
somew hat different form, but one which
Is of far superior lmportance 10 us, be-
cause of (18 greater magnitude, aod the
fnorcasing, not to say alarmlog, dimen-
slons it 1s assuming. It is well known
it every member of the Romish
ehurch, whether native or forelgn-born,
is taught 10 belleve that cach of the
sacraments, sach as baptism, confirma-
tion, penance, etc., Impeses upon the
reciplent a spiritual stigma, or mark,
which brands him as a subject of the
pope, like the mark burned upon the
ox or heifer of a cattle king, and in
submitting to be thus branded he yields
to the olalm of the holy father, ac-
knowledging the alleglance representod
by the stigmata he is made to believe
that he bears. Now then, as the pope
not only lays olaim to temporal as well
as spiritual sovereignty, but olaims to
be supreme nbove all kings and princes
and other carthly rulers, it s a ques
tion it this equivocal or divided alleg-
iance on the part of ‘his people,” who
are enjoying all the rights and priv-
lleges of American citizenship, should
not be made & subject of searching in-

“It would be very erroncous to
draw the couclusion that in Amer-
ica is to be sought the type of the
most desirable status of the church;
or that it would be universally law-
ful or expedient for state and church
to be, ax in America, dissevered and
divoreed . . She [the church]
woald bring forth more abundant
fruits, if, iu addition to liberty, she
enjoyed the favor of the laws and
the patronage of the public author-
ity.”

The pope and the jesuits are not
satisfied with liberty. They demand
the favor aud patronage of the publie
suthority in sddition to liberty.
They demand that church and state
shall not be dissevered and divorced.
Hence 1t 15 that Jesait Dellarbe, in
his book on constitution, misrepre-
sents the First Amendment, and
utters a deliberate and direct false-
hood as to the doctrine held;by the
supreme court of the United States
concerning the relation between
christignity and this government. In
the Girard will case, the leading case
on the subject, the court held that
christianity is not a fundawental
part of the constitution, or, indeed,
any part of it.

The doctring that any form of
worship except christianity may be
prohibited, taken in connection with
the fact that Protestantism is held
by the papal anthorities not 1o be a
form of christianity, gives a clue to
the ulterior designs of the papists,
and furmshes an insight into the
motives for perverting in the minds
of their pupils everything bearing
upon religious guestions. This book
i8 an infamous and criminal travesty
upon the principles of our constitu-
tion. Its teachings are false, treas.
onable and seditions,
