1t shall be the duty of
each and all of the couniy commission-
ers to visit, unannounced, every private
or public home, house of detention, con-
vent, asyium, scctarian seminary,school
or institution once every four months to
note the conditions and treatment, and
to receive the complaint, of the Inmates
thereof.

“SEorioN 8. 1t shall be the duty of
the county commissioners to file a full
and complete reportol the results of the
inspections of the above institutions in
the court of common pless of the county
and ponblish the same in two daily news-
papersofl genersl clrculation, the first
day of the months of January and July
of each year,

“SECTIoN 4. Any county commis-
sioner or person appointed by the court
violating any of the provisions of this
act shall be deemed gullty of a misde-
meanor and on convietion shall be pun-
ished by & fine of not less than $100 for
the first offense, and of 8500 for each ad-
ditional offense.
