EMTORIAL OFINION,

The Boston Daily Journal, having the
Iargest Republican elrculation in New
Eopland, le reviewiog the East Boston
riot, glves vent to these editorial opin-
fons in It issues of July Sth and 6ih:

“That startling riot In East Doston
yosterday afterncon, in which a man
lost his lle and several other men wore
sorfously wounded, pever should have
bappened on any day of the year, and
least of all on the anniversary of the
birth of the American Republic. An
extraordinary afair of this kind de-
mands plaln speaking. Every thought
fu! Amerlcan citlzen may well ask
himself this question, Whither are wo
driftlog—when & brutal mob can vio-
ontly assa’l in the strects of an Amer-
lean olty a patriotle procession display-
log no emblems more offensive than an
Amerioan sehool-bouse and marching
under the American flag?

Something Is radically wrong with
the soclal and politieal conditions of

this country when such an astounding
thing is possible. This whole opisode
I# » scandalous affront o the patient
and tolerant spirit of the Amerioan
nation. Tt Is a start!log demonstration
that among the people from forelgn
lands who have accepted our [reely
offered hospltality there are many who
bave assumed the form without the
substance of American oltizenship,
They demand and enjoy It privileges,
but refuse 1o perform ts dutles or ful-
fill its obligations. The viclous mob
which hissed the American school-
house and the American flag had vory
little more real comprehension of true
Americanism than the [Chicago) Haj-
market noarchists, or little more knowl-
edge of what Is metunlly meant by our
national principles of civil and religlous
roodom,

The affalr has been & bad one from
the beglnning. The refusal of the
committes of the East Boston Carnlval
Association, which had recelved 8300
of the city's money, to admit a repre-
sentation of a typleal Amerlean eoun-
\ry school-house In its parade, was
gross blunder If not an aot of downright
impudence, It was followed up by an
serimonious tirade by a couple of Demo-
cratle aldermen, which, though not,
in all probability, Intended to produce
just that result, Inevitably served to
Inflame still further the race and relig-
lous rancor of the least intelligent of
thelr sympathizers. The polloe pre-
cautlons to prevent a confllet, which
were apparently ample, finally proved
10 be inadequate, and the outcome was
the most serious riov which has oc-
ourred in Boston for a generation.

It is true that many of the particl-
pants in the procession seem to have
beon armed; but, really, Is there much
to be wondered at in that, considering
the threats which had been made, and
recent Incidents in Concord? Candld
obeervers testily that the men in the
ranks were qulet and Intelligent citl-
zens, who nowhere appear to have
taken the aggressive. Thiy fought and
fought vigorously, but It ls losisted
that that was only when long-continued
Insults hed developed Into actual at-
tacks. There Is no divided evideoce
us to the extent and persistence of the
hostile dom onstrations.

If an American school-house and the
Stars ard Stripes cannot be carried
peaceably by any body of law-abiding
men, whatever their race or their
creed, along the public highways of an
American clty, the Ameriean people
will demand the reason why."

“Murder scems 10 be an extreme ac-
cusation to bring against the two men
who are charged with shootlng John
Wills during the riot on Border street,
Eust Boston, Thursday afternoon, par-
ticulurly as the police are sald to have
positive westimony that Wills was one
of their most desperate assallants. Ac-
cording to the best authenticated de-
seriptions of the struggle, Brown and
Ross, hopelessly outnumbered by the
savage mob, with thelr lives In imml-
nent peril, were slmply acting in natu-
ral and justifinble self-defense. But the
real facts In the case can safely be left
to the courts to determine, The ac
cused are assured of justioe in this
commonwealth.

Public smazement and Indignation at
this brutal outburst of deflant alienism
strengthen rather than abate as its real
significance Is considered. There has
been in some quarters au attempt to
represent the affalr as a sudden flaring
up of the old feud between the Cath-
olics and Orangemen of Ireland. Inti-
mations to this end appear in some of
the dispatches which were sent out
from Boston to the press ol the other
cities of tbe country. They are alto-
goether erroneous, and are due elther
to Insincerity or igmorance. It is the
concurrent evidence of competent ob
servers that the great bulk of the pro-
cession which was so savagely atlackoed
by the thugs and hoodlums was made
up of men of native birth, who know
little and care less sbout Old World
animosities. It is an undeniable fact
that the most conspicuous organizs-
tlons in the parade were lodges of old
and bonored orders which stand for an
intenre Americanism and are supposed
to confine their membership exclusively
to natlve-born Amerlcan citizens. And
the little red echool-house, at which
the lawless rabble hissed and howled
aé it went along amid the solid ranks
of its blue-coated protectors, is not &

forelgn emblem or & relie of anclens
quarrels beyond the seas It s dis
tinctively an Ameriosn institution.
That confliot In the stroets of East
Boston was ossentlally s confliet be-
twoen American and forelgn lacas of
education, falr play and frecdom. We
have waoloome!] these sliens W0 our
shores, and have generously bestowed
upon them all the privileges which
wora won by the talls snd the llt?flﬂﬂn,
ol our ancestors, Inoluding the rights
of free speech and free assemblage, |
a body of these allens, clothed In the
rogalla and besring the emblems of
thelr religlous or racial socleties, had
marched through the streets of East
Bosten that alternoon, does any Intelll-
gen. man bolleve that they would have
beon molested® The lawful rights and
privileges which the American people
In good faith extond to others they are
determired 10 be able to exerclse them-
solves, It will fare il with those who
would resist them.
It ihore are any persons in this coun-
try, whethor born here or born alse-
where, who eaonot endure the sight of
an Amorican school-hous, with the
Stars snd Stripes above it, they had
better go, and go at once, For them,
a8 for the snarchists, America has no
place lo her wide bordars.
