DEPRECATES RULE OF THE IRISH,

Dr. Peters Uses Some Strong Language
in His New York Lecture,

New YORrg, Sept. S.—Itev. Madison
C. Poters, D. D, dellvered his new lec-
ture, “Ameriea’s Future: Breakers
Ahend,” at Prohibition Park, Staten
Island, this afurnoon. He sald, in
part:

“A new Irish convention has been
culled st Chlcago for Seps. 24.  If new
methods mean a physical-foree move-
ment, then these men must be given to
understand that the movement is out
of place la the United States. If the
Irish dynamiters have the right in the
land of thelr adoption to organize dis-
turbances to be carried against the
government from which they escaped,
why may not Russian nihilists, Freach
socialists, German anurchists and all
the other breeds of disturbers of the
pesce do the same thing?

IT the Irish of America want to make
Ireland the land of home rule why
don't they set their faces homeward
and themselves strike the blow? The
United States could exhibit such am
array of Irish police officlals that, if
mussed In one body, would chill the
blood of the British lion."

This Reminds Me.

State Treasurcr Henry Wullf was
made defendant yesterday In a euit
hrought before & South Side justice by
A. C. Hawley, in which Hawley claims
#8200 for cwmpaign services rendered
Candldate Wulll duriog the last state
campaign. Mr. Hawley, who is a prom-
ineat mamber of the Order of Deputies,
clalms that ho was engaged In canvass-
ing the state in the intorest of Willlam
4. Mason, then a candldate for United
States senator, and that he agreed w
work also for Mr. Wulll, who was 4 can-
didute for stute treasurer, and that the
wages agreed upon were 23 50 per day.
Mr. Hawley claims that Mr. Wulll was
elected by 125,000 majority, and that he
still owes 3200 for sald services,

Mpr. Waulll sald yesterdsy that Hawle
had been puid every cent he was entl-
tled to. “Hawley was traveling over
the state in the interest of Mr. Mason,
who was a candidate for sonator,” Mr.
Wulll sald, “and was carrying me a8 a
sort of side line, [ agreod to phy his
expenses, und did so, [ suppese | gave
him altogether about #150. I under-
stund he has sued me for$200 mere, but
I have not yet been served with sum-
mons,"— Times- Herald.

This reminds me of the abuse and
slander heaped upon some good, true-
blue Americans durlng that campaign,
because of their opposition to the pres-
ent state treasurer. The order of dep-
uties I know nothlng of; only having
heard of them as “‘a cheap lot of dark-
lantern hoboes.” | have beard rumors
to the effect that G. Baldy Swilt was a
member, and also that Henry Wulll
had been made a “high private” just
before election. Of course if this were
true, it would account for the members
of the order supporting their brethren
even If they had not received any com-
pensation or ‘‘political promises” of
patronage, Mr. Hawley claims that
Mr. Wulll was elected by 125,000 major-
ity, and tnat he still owes $200 for sald
services, Mr. Wulfl says: “I suppose I
gave him altogether about $150.” Put-
ting the two amounts together, it would
make the total #350. Now the ordinary
majority in this state would average
about 25,000, which would leave & sur-
plus of 100,000 votes for Mr. Wulll,
partly due, nodoubt, to the exertions of
Mr. Hawley In his organization. But,
to be conservative, 1 will take 50,000
voles a8 an estimate, and taking the
total £330 divide it by the number of
votes and it leaves seven-tenths ol one
cent, or seven mills per vote. Taking
the amount paid ($150), and it only
makes three mills. This would bear
out the rumor ¢f & “cheap” lot; and
may be some consolation to some of
those members who are not on the in-
