by express and receipts therefor re-

turned, bearing, some, the signature of

Dr. Hooker; others, that of the apos-

tolic delegate himself. What does all
this mean? Those letters contained

public matters of great importance, of

which it was the duty of the delegation
to take cognizance. Were not these

officially conveyed to the delegate? If

not, why not? How has he then lieen

able to send forth documents intimately
affecting the civil and religious inter-

ests of the people of Nebraska, and,
through Nebraska, of all America?
Has his name been forged to these

grave documents? Who has forged it?
Will Rav. Di'. Hooker please answer
these inquiries, and thus set at rest an

anxious public?
Dr. Rooker says that of these grave

matters "nothing is officially known at
the delegation." What, then, is the
delegation In America for? We, twelve
in number, nearly three years ago, met
the delegation in Omaha, and received

promises of redress, and papers to that
effect wereBigned. and assurances were

there given that no persecution against
us by the Bishop of Lincoln, pending
the settlement of the controversies,
would receive countenance or sanction
from him until the difficulties were

fully and fairly heard and adjudicated.
And yet Dr. Hooker fays that "the
delegation knows nothing officially of

these mutters." And Dr. Hooker "is
an honorable man!"

Several of us met the delegate in Chi-

cago, during the Columbian exposition,
at the reception given him by the Co-

lumbus Club of tha. city. And even

there, remembering to have met us in

Omaha, the delegate turned aside to

whisper assurances that the matters
were receiving his attention and would

soon be righted. Yet Dr. Hooker says
we are "obstreperous and recalcitrant,"
and fit only to be "dislodged, like rent-

ers who have not paid their rent." We
wish to tell Dr. Hooker that even rent-

ers in America are respected and es-

teemed citizens, and from some of the
rented homes of Nebraska moneys have
been generously remitted to purchase
the palatial residence in Washington
wherein Dr. Hooker is now "lodged."
And yet he is a charitable priest!

The Bishop of Omaha was
sioned by the delegation to obtain in-

formation concerning the diflic i!tics in

the convent at IIa6t'ngs. He asked
the resident priest of Hastings to fur-

For
complying with this request that
worthy priest incurred the anger of the
Bishop of Lincoln, was threatened with
suspension and finally driven from his
parish and ultimately from the diccese.
