This oath the eandidate ls abjured to
koeep at the hazzard of his life. It was
printel in the Chicago Inter Ocean and
was sworn to be correct at the Cronin
trinl. It was reported by sald paper
November 17, 1804, Priests and bishope
act a8 chaplains for this holy (?) order.
