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THE POPE'S JESUITS

Are the Sworn Minions of a
Forelgn Tyrant Who Seeks
to Rule America.

The Jesuits are the sworn minions to
the foreign iyrant who seeks to rule
America. They are bent on the de
struction of our publie schools, the de-
bauchery of our politics, and whatever
can work the overthrow of Protestant
liberty and the triumph of Catholle
despotism. Nothing less than this is
the ultimate purpose of Jesuitism. The
Freeman's Journal—one of the leading
organs of Catholicism—asks the ques
tion: ‘‘Is it the intention of the pope
to possess this country?"’ and replies:
“Undoubtedly.” *‘In this intention, is
he aided by the Jesults and all the
Catholic prelates and priests?”” The
reply is: “Undoubtedly, if they are
true to their religion.”

To any one who is at all famillar
with the facts &f our country’s history,
it is astonishingly and alarmingly ap-
parent, and the papal blerarchy ls sl
ently and surely accomplishing this
ircasonable purpose.

Catholics themselves being witnesses,
the Catholic Church in America is not
only getting a corner on the post-office,
the pollce and fire departments and the
city schools, but also on the saloons;
and is furnishing an overwhelmirg
proportion of the inmates of jails and
penitentiaries.

Many who are well acquainted with
the true character of Romanism are
indifferent to it because not aware of
ite rapid growth among us. They tell
us, and truly, that Rome loses great
numbers of adherents here through the
influence of our free schools, free instl-
tutions, and the strong pervasive spirit
of independence which is o0 hostile to
priestly authority. But let us not con-
gratulate ourselves too soon. The
losses of Romanism fn the United
States are not negessarily the gain of
Protestantigm,

Romanism is chiéfly responsible for
German and French infidelity. Skepti-
cism and infidelity are the legitimate
children of unreasoning and supersti-
tious credulity and the grandchlldren
of Rcme. Apostate Romanists are
swelling the ranks of our most danger-
ous classes, Unaccustomed to think
for themselves, and having thrown off
authority, theygbecome the easy vie-
tims of the wildest and most dangerous
propagandists.f Thus far all the bomb-
throwers have 'been furnished by the
Roman Cathelie]Church.

But, notwithstanding the great losses
sustained by\Romanism in the United
States, it Is growing with great ra-
pldity.

From 1800 to 1880 the population in-
cressod ninefold; the membership of
all evangelical churches, twenty-seven-
fold, and the Romanist population,
sixiy-threefold.

From 15850 to 1880 the population in-
creased 110 per cent, the communicants
of evangelical churches)i185 per cent,
and the Romanist population 204 per
cent.0 During the same perlod the
number of evangelical churches In-
creased 125 per cent, and the number
of evangelical ministers 173 per cent,
while Roman Catholic churches in-
creased 447 per centlsnd priests 301
per cent. (Strong).

Rome, with characteristio foresight,
is concentrating her strength in the
western territories.o As the west is to
dominate the nation, she intends to
dominate the «west.0ln Jthe United
States a llttle vmore than ose-seventh
of the population isdCatholic; in the
territories takenstogether,| more than
one-third, In theswhole country there
are not quite two-thirds as'.many Ro-
manists as there are» members of evan-
gelieal churches, oNot including Ari-
zona and New Mexico, which have &
large native Roman,.Catholic popula-
tlon, the six remalning territories lo
1880 had four times as many Romaniste
as there were, members inZall Protes-
tant denominations [collectively: and
including # Arizona cand New Mexico,
Rome had sighteen times a8 many as
all Protestant: bodies.

The most wretched{members of so-
ciety count'as much at the polls as the
best, endroften much more. It i# poor
cousolation whieh is drawn from lg-
norance ol any portion of our popula-
tion. These degraded people "are clay
in the handsof theiJesuitss- When the
Jesuits were driven out of Berlin, they
declared that theywould plant them-
selves in the western territories of
America.] And,theyiare there to-day
with empires in thelr brains, Expelled
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by their intrigues even from Roman

Catholle countries—Spain, Portugal,
France, Italy, Austria, Mexico, Brazil,
and other gtates—they are free to colo-
nize In the great west; and are there,
propoging to Romanize and control our
western emplire.

There are some stubborn and fearful
fucts concerning Catholiclsm In the
strategic centers of our politicsl and
national life. ‘It is exceedingly mani-
fest in the history of our country that
Romanism allies with any party that
will give it power and further its inter-
ests, The greed for money has ever
posseesed the Church of Rome, and
wherever she has ruled she has bullt
up her influence both by publie funds
and by impoverishing the masses, Her
plunder of treasuries and her exsctions
from her adherents have been so piti-
less and ravenous that in the end they
have been emssculated, stripped of
power and robbed of lnspiration.”

The Roman Catholics have 12,000,000
worth of property in the City of Wash-
ington—largely secured since the Civil
War. Fully two-thirds of this repre-
sante contributions by Protestants—
gotien from government clerks by a
system of beggary, with more or less of
coercion in it, and lrom the government
by appropriations which are regularly
made to someof their lnstitutions.

As ls well krown, the Ro-
man Catholic Church maintains an
Indian buresu at Washiogton, All of
us remember how a committee of Ro
man prelates endeavored to prevent
the confirmation by the senate of &
man who was the choice, not simply of
the Presigent, but all who belleved in
Indians being educated in government
schools and made intelligent cltizens.
It isthe misfortune of the Roman Cath-
olic Church in this country that it
seeks to control education. The mis-
fortune lies in the fact that its purpose
leads to constant irritation of public
feellng and to dispute, beecause the
people of the United States are resol ved
that no church shall control education.
Every sect is of course free to establish
schools at i1ts own expense for the In-
struction of such children a8 may be
sent t0 them. But the use of public
money to sustain such schools is con-
trary to public feeling and public policy.
The purpose of these schools primarfly,
a8 it was in the early Jesuit missions
in Canada, is to make Roman Catholics
rather than Amerlcsn oltizens,
