Certain Undesirable Class of Aliens
Ought to be Kept Out.
WasHmixoTON, March 16,—In the

senate to-day Mr. Lodge delivered

set speech in suprort of his resolution _

for sdditlopal lmmigration laws. He
showed that by the exlsting law pau-
pers, diseased persons, convicts snd
contract laborers are now denled ad-
mission to the Unlted States. By the
bill under consideration, it was pro-
posed to make 8 new class of excluded
immigrants, viz, the totally Ignorant.
It was found as a result of lnvestigs-
tion that the illiteracy test would bear
heavily on the Itallans, Russians, Poles,
Hungarians, Greeks and Aslatics, and
very lightly, or not at all, upon Eng-
lish-speaking Immigrants, or Germans,
Scandinavians and Freoch. “The
races which would suffer most seriously
by exclusion under the proposed blll,"
he sald, “furnish the immigrants, who
do not go to the west or south, where
immigration i4 needed, but who remain
on the Atlantic seaboard, where imm!-
gration is vot needed, and where their
presence is most lojurious and unde-
sirable. He continued:

If we have any regard for the wel-
fare, the wages or the standard of life
of American workingmen, we should
take Immedlate steps to restrict for-
elgn immigration. There is no danger,
at present st all events, to our work-
ingmen from the coming of skilled me-
chanies or of tralned and educated men
with a settled occupstion or ‘mrmlt,
for immigration of this class will never
seek to lower the Amerlean standard
of life and wages. But there Is an ap-
palling danger to the Amerlcan wage-
earner from the flood of low, unskilled,
ignorant foreign labor which has
poured into the country for some years
past. The danger has begun. It (s
small as {el., comparatively speaking,
but it is large enough to warn usto
act while there is yet time and while
It can be done easily and efliciently,
There lies the peril at the portals of
our land; there is pressing In the tide
of unrestricted immigration. The time
has certainly come, if not to stop, at
least to check, to sift, and to restrict
those immigrants.

His tusks were
long, one of them being partly broken
off. The hide was over an inch thick
and the shields on the ghoulders wera |
two and one-half Inches thick.

TWO BEERS WITH EACH MEAL.

The Restaurants Compate with Saloons
nnd Give Froe Drioks,

Out in 8t, Joseph, Mo., the keepers
of restaurants have grown weary of the
competition of the saloong in the mat-
ter of feeding the hungry, says the
Courler Journal. The galoons are popu-
larly supposed to devote thelr atten-
tion to quenching thirst, but they will
not stick to that In St Joseph, any
more than they do In other towns.
Every saloon setg one lunch a day and
many set two, while some have a lunch
alwayg In evidence. Nothing is sald of
in oyster with each drink, always ex-
cepting a schooner, but it is Hkely
that such a system prevalls there,

The restaurateurs are tired of this,
They do not gee why they should not
offer a premjum for men to eat their
meals, as the barkeepers offer a pre-
mium for men to drink their liquors,
If meals are to be given away with
drinks, why should not drinks be given
away with meals? The restaurant
keepers are, therefore, serlously dis-
ciussing the question of glving away
two glasses of beer with each meal
They think they can do this without
a license as they propose to charge
nothing for the beer. Whether they
are well advised as to the law may be
n question,

If this sort of competition be at-
tempted, It will be interesting to see
how It will turn out. It would rather
seem that the odds were in favor of
the saloons, As the saloons get a large
per cent profit on thelr sales of drinks,
they have a good deal larger margin
of profit than sny but the high-priced
restaurants. But the higher-priced
restaurants charge so much more for
a meal than the saloons charge for a
drink with a meal thrown in that the
two beers would hardly prove an in-
ducement to those in quest of cheap
provender, which is presumably  the
claes mostly found around the lunch
countér. Moreover the saloonkeeper
sets a free lunch in the hope that those
he feeds will come In between meals
to slake their thirst, which many of
them actually do. No such hope as
this is open to the keepers of the res-
taurants, The latter will, besides, run
a serious risk of driving away thelr
temperance customers, who are willing
to pay more rather than take their

meals in a place where liquors are
sold.
Retaliation In trade seldom works

well, but as the St. Joseph restaurateurs
have a real grievance they may try it
If 80, all other purveyors of food In
free-lunch towns will be anxlous to
know how they come out
