acred Hosts of Heaven, and to you, my lord.
I do declare from my heart, without mental
reservation that the pope la t'brlst'a vlcar-gene-ral

and Is ths trus aad only head of the
universal church throughout the earth, and
that, by virtue of the keys of binding and
loosing given to hla holiness by Jesus Christ
he haa power to depose heretical kings,
princes, states, commonwealths and govern-
ments, all being illegal without his sacred
confirmation, and that they may safely t j
destroyed. Therefore, to the utmost of my
power, 1 will defend this doctrine and hla
holiness' rights and customs against all
usurpers of the Protestant authority what
soever, especially against the now pretended
authority and church In England and all ad-

herent, la regard that tbey be usurps! and
heretical, opposing the sacred mother of the
church of Borne.

"I do denounce and disown any allegiance
aa due to any Protestant king, prince or
state or obedience to any of their Inferior
officers. I do further declare the doctrine of
the church of England, of the Calvlnlsta,
Huguenots and other Protestants, to be
damnable and those to be damned who will
not forsake the same.

"I do further declare that 1 will help, assist
and advise all or any of hla holiness' agents
In any place wherever I ahall be, and to do
my utmoat to extirpate the Protestant doc-

trine and to destroy all their pretended
power, regal or otherwise. I do further prom-
ise and declare that, notwithstanding I may
be permitted by dispensation to assume any
heretical religion (Protestant denominations)
for the propagation of the mother church'a
Interest, to keep secret and private all her
agents' counsels as they entrust me, and not
to divulge, directly or indirectly, by word,
writing or circumstances whatsoever, but to
execute all which shall be proposed, given in
charge or discovered unto me by you, my
most reverend lord and bishop.

"All of which I, , do swear by the
blessed Trinity and blessed Bacrament
which 1 am about to receive, to perform on
my part to keep Inviolably, and do call on
all the Heavenly and Glorious Host of
Heaven to witness my real Intentions to
keep this my oath.
