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TENNYSON'S TWO LETTERS.

Ne Could Not Decide About

the lawresivahip
Peel bhas not read a syllable of Tenny-
son. But Milnes showed him “Locke
sley Hall” and “Ulysses™ and the pens
slon of 200 was immediately granted,
says Temple Har. And now, on the
death of Wadsworth, another prime
minister has to admit that he knows
nothing whiatever ahbout Tennyson.
Lord John Russell wrote to Rogers:
“As you would not wear the laurel
yourself T have mentioned to the gqueen
those whom 1 thought most worthy of
the honor. Her mujesty Is Inclined to
bestow it on Mr. Tennyson, but 1
shonld wish before the offer Is made to
know something of his character, as
woll as of his literary merita. 1 know
Your opinlon of the last by your ad-
Vice to Sir Robert Peel, but 1 should
be glad if you conld let me know some-
thing of his character and position.™
This Is Indeed quaint, but no doubt
Rogers was equal to the situation.
More than six months passed after
Wordsworth's death before the office
was filled up, but the offer came 1o
Tennyson at last. He has himself
Eiven a curlous account of the way In
which he recelved §t. He told his
friend, Mr. Knowles: "“The night be-
fore 1 was asked to take the laureate-
#hip, which was offered to me through
Prince Albert's lking for my ‘In
Memoriam,” 1 dreamed that he came to
me and kigsed me on the cheek. 1
sald In my dream: ‘Very kind, but very
German.' In the morning the letter
sbout the laureateship was brought to
me and lald upon my bed. 1 thought
about it through the day, but could not

make up my mind whether to
take It or refuse It, and at last
I wrote two letters, one accept-
Ing and one declining, and threw

them on the table and settled to decide
which I would send after my dinner
and a bottle of port.” It Is rather
curlous that Tennyson in his first ap-
pearance at court exactly followed
Wordsworth's precedent. He drossed
at Rogers’ and wore the old poet's
court sult just as Waordswaorth hiad done,
“I well remember,” says 8ir Henry
Taylor, "a dluner in 8t. James place,
when the question arose whether Samu-
el'd wult was spacious enough for Al-
fred.” But the laurente managed io
make It do. Of Tennyson merely as
laureate there is fortunately little to
61y, He dld not write mueh In his
officlal eapacity, The “Ode on the
Death of the Duke of Wellington” would
probably have been written even if
Tennyson had never had anything to
do with the lord chamberlaln, It was
not because he was a laurcate that
Tennyson was a patriot. His other
pieces on royal weddings and so forth
are sllght and unimportant.

Band Ts Henlthtul,

Some time ago when an item went
the rounds of the press abont the large
number of bow-legged chlldren In Cln-
clnnat! it was suggested that sand piles
should be provided for children to play
in. The sand-pile 1dsa has been
adopted, not only for the bow-legged
children but for all the little tots, and
promlses to ba earried to a novel ex-
tent, Many of the school yards have
now In one corner large piles of sand
In which the little tots roll and play
to thelr heart's content. Care s tanken
to provide clean sand secursd from one
of the bars In the Ohlo river, and it is
changed often enough to make It per-
fectly healthful. It Is declared to be
the best thing possible for children to
play In, and some doctors have ad-
vised the making of mud ples
as a regular prescription for puny
youngsters. They say that there is
nothing lke contact with Mother
Earth, and that if the children do not
got healthful sand or dirt to play in
they will wallow In the gutter or yards
and be contaminated with all sorts of
diseass germs. Clty Leglslator John
Regnn has gone further and lLas In-
troduced an ordinance In the city coun-
cil to shut the worthless element out
of 8th street or Garfleld park and glve
It over to the children. He proposes to
have sand plled In the corners of the
parks and let the children play all they
want, Mr. Regan, who Is well known
In New York, says that this shonld
certainly be done —New York Journal,

Pole-Hunter Nansen.

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MINORCA IN THE LAST CENTURY

A Fisasant lsland Inhabited by Ignorant
Veaple
Minorea was a pleasant island, ine
hibited by an unpleasant people, says
Temple Bar, The countryside was covs
ered thick with olive trees, though the
woods looked more inviting than they
were, for the ground was stony. There
were no rivers, but there was water in
abundance, for the Minorcans were
adrolt well-slnkers. There wers Be

There was one eart In the fsland,
The ordinary education of an Ene
Elsh gontleman in the eightenth cens
tury constituted n man of learning In
Spain. When we romember what that
education amounted to we ean form an
Idea of how much a Spanish gentleman
did not know—and Minorca was rather
Worse than the malnland, One travelep
who returned from the long and perils
ous Journey to the nelghborlng Island
of Majorea reported with a seared face
that they were tenching & new philo=
sophy there, the foundation of which
Was reason. The total population of the
Island was about 16,000, The Minors
cans wore permitted by the Spaniah
Rovernment (o possess one knlfe fop
each household, but they were come
pelled to keep it chalned to the kitchen
table.

Enough corn was grown on the Island
to support the people, but not the gars
rison, The farmers trod out thelr corn
with oxen and ground It between
flones, as was done In the days of
Ornan, the Jebusite. Rut it is not to be
fupposed that they were ashamed or
even consclous of thelr backwardness.
On the contrary, they held It to be Im=
proper to know more than an Minorean
and highly Irreliglous to try experie
ments. Their vines, for example, were
never pruned for those reasons, and one
of our officers, who pointed out the
vilue of this stmple operation of huse
bandry, was rebuked for his profanity
—as If God who made the vine did not
know how it ought to grow better than
any heretle of an Epglishman! -
