A CUII___W'C'OWN.

Found Many Years Age in the Wilds of
Californis.

A short time ago Prof. Van der Nail-
lsn of San Francisce received [(rom
Henry Buehler, of Jacksonville, Ore.a
most strange and Interesting curfosiLy,
says an exchange. A letter came with
it, stating that Mr. Buebler believed the
object to be some sort of A crown, but
would lke some positive information
on the subject. The letter went on lo
say that the supposed crown was found
by the writer sbout thirty-five years
ago on his ranch in Tuolumne county
in California. At the time he had been
living on the ranch about three years
and it was wild land when he got iL
There s no record of any one except
Indlans ever living in the vicinity and
there 18 not the vaguest possibllity that
the work was done by them., The place
where the crown was found was & most
curious ome, and the clrcumsiances
connected with it are strange and in-
teresting. Mr, Buehler states In his
letter that he was digging out a large
sage brush that was in the way of his
plow. At the depth of about four feet
from the surface, his shovel struck
what appeared to be a boulder about
the slze of & man's head, As the ground
about the roots was soft, he plcked up
the lump and was astonished at its
lightness, A close examination showed
a plece of shining metal sticking out
at one side. Taking his knife, Mr.
Buehler scraped away a portion and
could hardly belleve his eyes when &
perfectly formed grape leaf, made of
bright yellow metal, came to view. The
work of removing that object from It
encasement was a task that eccujled
several days. The substance surround-
fng it proved to be a composition of
clay and gypsum, and incessant boil-
ing and scraping with bits of soft wood
wias necessary to get it off. Greal care
was necessary, as the intricate mass
was found to be very delicate. When
Mr. Buehler at last had the object in
his hand he had not the least idea of
what It was, but his few nelghbors

reed that It was g crown of some
kind, although mobody would attempt
to explain how It came o be burled
among the roots of a sage brush, Since
then hundreds of people have examined
it, but so far no satisfactory explana-
tion of its origin has been glven,

Taken altogether, It 18 a most un-
usual object. It is hemispherical In
shape, about five inches In diameter
across the base, and made to appear of
Interwoven leaves of grapevine. The
leaves are most delicately and accurate-
ly modeled, all the veins showing plain-
ly on both sides. Little bunches of
grapes are scattered over the surface.
These are, in fact, the most curious
part of it. They are purple in color
and made of a substance that looks
like Bohemian glass. Each grape Is
fastened In the propar place by a tiny
wire and all are bound together in a
perfect bunch. An analysis of the
metal forming the leaves shows it to
be composed of gold, silver and copper,
gold being nearly one-hall of the com-
position, There must be mearly $100
worth of the preclous metal in it

Thelr
depth is greater than the height of any
known mountain. Specimens of the
bottom at 30,000 feet proved to be the
usual red clay found in all deepest parts
of the ocean.

Caterplilar Nests In Winter.

In early automn the tent caterplliar
moth lays a cluster of 200 or 800 eggs In
a circle around the twigs of apple and
other trees and covers them with a glue-
like secretion that protects them until
they hatch in the following spring. In
the bright days of winter, while the
branohes are bare, these clusters can be
easily seen and should be removed and
destroyed.—St. Louis Globe-Democrat.
