Members of the A. P. A. In Kansas

City are divided on the question of
whether it will be wise for them to
leave the Republican party and start a
new political organization. They are
doing fairly well where they are, but
some of the more enthusiastic ones
want a new party. Since the national
convention at St. Louis seemed to have
forgotten entirely that such an organi-
zation as the A. P. A. existed, the
movement has gained strength. A

platform has already been promul-

gated and copies have been distributed
in Kansas City. It begins with this
preamble:

"Believing that the time has arrived
when a due regard for the present and
future prosperity of our country makes
It imperative that the people of the
United States of America should take
full and entire control of their govern-
ment, to the exclusion of revolutionary
and incendiary foreigners now seeking
our shores from every quarter of the
world, and recognizing that the first
and most important duty of an Ameri-

can citizen is to maintain this govern-
ment in all attainable purity and

strength, we make the following dec-

laration of principles."
Then follows a declaration that all

citizens should be political equals, and
a demand that no immigrant be ad-

mitted to this country without a pass-

port from the United States consul at
the port from which he sails. He must

pay $100 for the passport and it shall
not be given to any criminal, pauper
or insane person, or one whom the con-

sul does not consider "desirable."
The "laxity" of the enforcement of the
naturalization laws is condemned.
