You seldom heur of strikes
in nations where the laboring classes
are compelled to work from twelve to
glxteen hours s day and st a siipend
which will no more than keep them in
existence. Give a Roman Catholle
three or four dollars per day as hils
wages and you will find him always
complaloing. Reduce the same man W0
& dollar or & dollar and o half per day,
and Lo will never think of complain-
ing; but will submit very meekly to
his lot, thereby proving that his faith
in hischurch and its teachiog has lo-
fluenced him to sct ss he has in both
instances. We want unions to protect
our labering men, but we wane them
composed of Protestants; and then
they should be organized to influence
leglslation and oot o compel thelr em-
ployers 1o increase, or even keep thelr
wages at & good figure. Leglsiation
has made our rlch men richer, why not
legislate 0 place the poor men In & po-
sitlon where they can enrn a good liv-
ing for themsolves and thelr famllies
and also epable them to educate thelr
children as they should be educated?
This can never be done with members
of the Roman Catholle church as sc-
tive partlcipants in tne labor unlons of
this or any other natlon,

This should be a government of the
people, for the people, and by the peo-
ple, but it will never be such until the
lnboring classes organize for the pur-
pose of Influencing legislation, and that
alone.

TaE New York democracy was some-
what braver than the Republicans of
Nebraska o adopting & platform In
advance of their national convention.
Their plavdorm favors bimetallism and
their delegates are of the “gold-bug"
variety. It lsalso particularly notlce-
able that even the democrats of that
state fear to take & hand in opposition
opposition to the Amerlcan Protective
Association, They will be found un-
willing to take up the Roman Catholle
fighs for recognlition of the church as &
political factor.

French Roman Priests.

The following extracts from 4 Yoar
In Westorn France, by M. Betham Ed-
wards, tend to show the character of
the French priesthood:

‘"The priests appear as dirty as they
are, which 1s all the difference, the
black clothes they wear, llke those of
St. Hilary of Poltiers, till they come
to pleces, not being set off, as in the
case of the nurs, by white hood and
kerchiel. We must speak of things as
we find them" (p 41).

“Cruelty and hardness to animals,
generally arlsing from avarles, is in-
deed the one blot on these idyllic
scenes of French country life, The
priests, without doubt, might do some-
thing I they took up the matter, but
we know that cruelty W animals {s not
a sin in their eyes. The priests do not
concern themselves with what is out of
their immediate sphers, if lndead hu-
manity to the defenseless can be sald
to lle out of any one's sphere. They
do not combat lgnorance either, and so
long as thelir parishloners 'go to mass
and confessional, they may jilluse thelr
animals and neglect personal ecleanli-
ness and hygiene as fmuch as they
pleasa' (p 62).

“My friond, Madame G—, founded
a lending library some years ago, and
her scheme has been successful, but
this was the first of the kind ever set
on foot here, and was, of course, op-
posed at the outset by the priests.
Thus it comes ahout that when an en-
lightened lady or gentleman settles
down in the country, unless they con-
sent to work with the Cure, they have
an uphill path before them indeed”
(p 63,

“The rural clergy of France belong
entirely to the working classes. An
educated marrled clergy, there can be
litsle doubt, would do mora than® any-
thing else to ralse the moral and
apiritual condition of the peasantry,
and to take away that selfishness which
is their worst defect, You can only
touch him by appealing to his worldly
interests, and alas! one looks in vain
for any spiritualizing influence that
may in the future make him the ¢reat-
ure he ought to be" (p 70.

““We all know what miracles an Eng-
lish clergyman of tact and benevolence
may eflect In an out of the way distriet,
and among an fignorant population,
With a Catholic unmarried clergy it is
not so. As long 8s their parishioners
go to mass, and acquit themselves of
their duty so far as to 'faire Paque,’
confess once a vear, and pay all the
varlous sums required of them for
birth, bridal, and burial, what does a
cure care if they live in flthy habita-
tione or not? His object Islsimply and
purely theological, and If he does not
preach domestic morality and good
manners {rom the pulplt, will he do so
in the week-time? Moreover, the cure,
in his own person and mode of life, is
not a shining light In his parish. He
is generally of a dirty and neglected
appearance, and woe betide the travel-
ler whose evil fate it is to encounter
him at a fable d'hote. Most likely his
inability to eat and drink decently will
drive you from the table, whilst you
will do well to avold his proximity in a
rallway carriage. Whatever other
virtues he may possess, he is the last
person calculated to Improve his
bearers in habits of cleanliness wnd
good manners.

On
the very day Col, Sellers sent & copy of
what he wanted embodied inathe plat-
form to Mr, Foraker, chairman of the
committee on resolutions, the following
telegram was raceived by Thomas E,
Carter, chalrman ef the Republican
natlonal committes, from.;Archbishop
Ireland:

“ST1. PAUL, June 17, 1896.—To Hon.
Thomas E. Carter, National Commit-
teeman, St, Louls, Mo.: The clause in
the proposed platform opposing the
usé of public money for sectarian pur-
poses and unlon of church and state is
unnecessary and uncalied for. It Is
urged by the American ;Protective As-
socintion. [ts adoption will be taken
#s & conoession to them, will Jawaken
religlous animosity in the country, and
do much harn.. The Republican party
thould not lower itself o Irecognize
directly or indirectly rthe Amerlean
Protective Assoclation. 1 hepe the
clause, or anything like it, will not be
adopted. JOHN IRELAND."
