The Surratt Case.
A wrlter in Donohoe’s Magazine makes
& somewhat lsbored attempt to reha-
bilitate the reputation of Mrs. Mary B.
Surratt, who was hanged for com-

pileity in the assas-ination of Presi-
dent Lincoln. Here Is what he says:

“The question of Mrs Surratt’s gullt
or Innocesce must ever renain & mat
ter of dircussion, but, viewed In toe
impartial light of the presont, the evi-
dence upon which she was couvicted is
by oo means such as would w-day con-
vict her of conneciion with the con-
spiracy, while it Is so open question
whether, il scoorded them = trial by
jury, rather than by an extraordinary
military tribusal, notwithstanding the
inflamed condition of the public mind,
a verdiet could have been obtained
agalnst her. * * * There was no
exigency that demanded the creation
of this extraordinary tribunal, and vo
su'horisy lor depriving the accused of
their constitutional right to a trisl by
jary. * * ¢ T remained for the
fallure, later, of the government to con-
viet John H. Surratt t2 convince many
of the wenkness of the testimony upon
which his mother was subjected to an
ignominious desth. * * * These
are the facts and the conclusions to be
drawn from them. Mrs, Surratt was
bangud; John . Surratt had the good
fortune not to be tried until falrer con-
ditions prevalled, and Is allve to day,
and a free man. Need aoythlng more
be sald?®

Yus, considerably more may be sald,
In the first place, there was a very
graveexigency, and one Lthat demanded
all the resources, all the unwavering
courage and indomitable perseverance
of that wonderlul man, 3scrotary Stan-
ton—an exigency that was not equalled
during the entire war. Just as hostili-
tles were closed, with vlctory for the
Unlon, the loved leader of the people
was struck down by the assassin’s shot,
Seward's life was sttempted, Grant was
marked for death, and one of the das
tards had been selectoed to strike down
Johnson,

Under these circumstances, Stanton,
who had just begun to enjoy a little
rest for his long and unceasing labors,
wus confronted with & new and start-
ling crisis that might well have vried
the nerves of any man.

Beginunlng his enquiry, what did he
learn? First, that the man who had
shot Lincoln was J. Wilkes Booth, that
his sssociates were Lewls Payne, who
tried to kill Seward; David E. Herold,
who accompanied Booth in his flight
into Maryland; George A. Atzerot,who
was sclected w kill Vice-President
Johnson; Edward Spangler, a scene
shifter at Ford's; Samuel Arpold,
Michael O'Laughlin, who was to kill
General Grant, and Dr. Samuel A.
Mudd, who harbored and alded Booth,

He learned that one of the conspira-
tors was John H, Surratt, who had fled
the country with the assistance of such
men a8 Mudd, and that the cowardly
conspiracy was hatched in the house of
Mrs. Surratt. He found too, that every
one of the conspirators, from Booth
down, was either o Roman Catholle or
directly under Roman Catbolic in-
fluence,

Now, golng back a little, lev us con-
sider what his previous exparience with
this church had been.

When the ordinance of secession was
passed in South Carolins 8 grand mass
was celebrated in the cathedral. When
Louislens went out of the Ualon the
tralling of the old Aag In the dust was
accompanied by a like service in the
cathedral there.

There had been several Union vic-
tories snd many defeats in the mesan-
time, not to mention the final round-up
of Lee's army near Appomattox: but
Stanton had heard of no grand mass—
he had heard of no mass whatever in
honor of that great victory, or of sny
other Unlon triumph. This does not
establish a case, but it shows a trend.

Furthermore, bhe konew that after
Gettysburg—coincidental with the de-
scent of the French forces under Ba-
zalne upon Mexico—Pius IX. had is-
sued an encyclleal, the immediate ef-
fect of which was such an increase in
the number of Catholic desertions in
the Union armies as almost to threaten
their disintegration.

We didn't know what those [rantic
calls for troops aflter Gettysburg meant
at the time. We know now that, as in
the revolution, they meant ‘“only
Americans on guard;' that only Ameri-
cans could be depended upon w defend
the flag of their patriotic sires.

Stanton knew that Archbishop
Hughes had been sent abroad by Presi-
dent Lincoln to endeavor to prevall on
Pius IX. to withhold recognition from
the confederacy, and he knew, what
was not generally known, that the
president sent a private agentover at
the same time to watch the archbishop,
whose good faith he had many and co-
gent reasons 1o suspect. The perfidi-
ous priest advised the pope to recog-
nize the southern confederacy.

Under these circumstances i* seems
that Secretary Stanton acted wisely in
having the case tried belore & court
martial. Surrounded by enemies,
knowing not upun whom In civil life he
could rely, he naturally had recourse
to the only tribunal that he felt abso-
lutely certaln would give & verdict in
accordance with the facts. That the
verdlet was unjust cannot be believed,
The evidence is at the war department
and may be read.

Now, in regard to the case of John
H. Surratt: He went to Cansda, was
barbored by Catholic priests, thencs

abroad; enlisted o the pope's body
