New Papal Delegate to America to Have
Mere Power Than Satelli,

WASHINGTOX, Seplember 12.—~Two
Important deouments  were recel ved
Friday by Cardioal Satolll. Ore was
a cablegram from Rampolls, papal seo
retary of state, snnovnciog that Mgr
Martinelll will arrive in Waskington
the first part of Ooctober. No reason
s ssslgeed for the pew Jelogates de-
Isy. Ho was expected here Septembor
20 On recelpt of thir news Cardinel
Satolli snoounced that he would ad-
here to his original programme of sall
g from New York October 17

The second commuunioation was a
lotter from the prefect of the proga
gands, dated at Rome August 15, and
reading:

To His Eminence Francls Cardioal
Satolll — Our holy fathor haviog nomi
pated as your successor at the apostolle
delegation In Washington, Most Rev.
Sebastino Martinelll, prior geveral of
the Hermlita of St, Augustioe, you are
heroby notified that soon after hils con-
sceration ms archblshop of Ephesus,
Mgr. Martinelll will hasten to Wash-
ington and relleve you from vour oner
ous dutios at the apostolle delegntion
there. With great affection,
MICELADS CARDINAL LEDOCHOWISKI

This is the first eMelal Information
that the cardina] bas recolved on the
subject of his suocessor,

The new dolegate will be secom-
panied on his trip to Amerlea by the
provincial of the Augustinians In the
Unlted States, Very Reov. T. B. Drls
ooll of Villa Nova, Pa., who has lately
boeen visiting Rome.

According to recent lotters Monsig-
por Martinelll will be Invested with
much more power than Cardinal S
tolll, Tho delegation here will be
ralsod to the dignity of a full ecclesing
tical court of final appeals. This tri-
bural is Intended to make the Amori-
cun church eelf-governing. It wlill try
all such cases as wore hitherto referred
to the congregation of the propsgands
In Rome. As the popo has delegated
his power to It, there can be no appeal
from its decisions.

The court will consist of tho dele-
gate, & procurator, who will in all
probability be appointed in time to ne-
company Monsignor Martinelll to
Washington; an auditor, & seoretary,
possibly an under clerk and five canon-
ls's, to be selected from the most
learned professors of canon law in the
United {States. The tribunal will be
carried on In exactly the same way as
& judictal court of appeals. No case
will come under its jurlsdiction unless
regularly appealed from the declsion
of the diocesan courts. Durlng the
time of Cardinal Satolll the deleention
had no authority to try such onses, In
consequence the new delegate will find
a full docket and his assistants will
s00n discover that the office lanota
slneocure.

While the sessions of this court will
necessarily slways be private, the
prosence of such a tribunal cannot fall
%0 make a notable addition to religlous
and diplomatic 1lfe st the ospital.
Mgr. Martinelll and all the members of
his court will cocupy the residence in I
street, whioh was presented by the
Roman Catholics of Amerlca s a per-
manent home of the apostolic delega-
tlon.

Inbuman Treatment of a Pupil.

Mrs. Ellza Smith has gone before the
proper suthoritics to complain of the
horrible cruelty of which her sixteen-
yearold son, Jose Llsson Smith, has
been & victim In the College of St
Thomas of Aquino In Lims. Young
Smith was confined by Father Nardini,
in person, director of the college, in a
oell that measured 18 inches by 10,
where he remained from Tuesday until
Sunday, Inclusive, that Is to say five
days.

On Friday at 3 P, M., they took him
from his cell to hang him by the fin-
gers in & window, in which position he
rema'ned four minutes, The hangman
selected by the reverend fathers was a
fellow student, Young Villena. Tues-
day at 9 P. M, Father Nardinl applied
fitty blows on the hands of young
Smith. The prelate himsell imposed
this chastlsement, refusing assistance
from anyone. He comsidered that by
this correction he should make an ex-
ample of cruelty * * * and he sue-
ceeded. On Wednesday at 11 A, M.,
they strapped the unfortunate youth to
a cot, stripping bim from the walst
down, and applied fifty more lashes
with & strap, after having first placed
upon his back wet cloths so as to ob-
literate the marks caused by the flog-
glng; one father, Arteta(born, accord-
Ing to report, in that nest of villany
known as the “Republic of the Heart
of Jesus™) devised this last scheme.

Furthermore, the victim of this bru-
tality was kept in coofinement (more
horrible than that in which Louis XL
imprisoned his turbulent nobles) unless
when led out to eat his miserable fare,

The indignant reader may ask what
offense had beon committed to deserve
such punishment? This alone: He
was suspected of having stolen & watch
belonging to the student Villens. It
wae necessary that he should confess.
He was bound to sccuse himself of rob-
bery in order to satlsfy the vengeance
of his tormentors. The boy, whoi:a
third year student, has not confessed,
and persists in declaring his innocence.

We thoroughly belleve the police au-
thoritles will know how 1o punish the
heartless orimes, which we denounce,
and which we will follow up without
cossing, untll an outraged public shall
tear aelde the mask from the hypoerites
and dark-dyed sund hooded scoundrels
who pretend to exerclse ownership over
the Feruvisn people.

Let not the crine pass unnoticed, as
oocurred In 18580, when these mercen-
arles' debasing offence brought the
blush of shame to humanity: let it not
romain unpunished llke that sot of un-
paralle'ed ferociousness on the part of
the priest of* Bambamaron

The above, taken from E! Commercio,
a paper published In Lima, Peru, is
hardly caloulated to recommend the
Roman .Catholle rellglon as a religlon
of love and gentleness. It seems un-
fortunate at this time when the pope la
seoking unity aad un ingathering of all
outslde his church to the sweet com-
munion of his fold. We are pleased to
see that the people will not tamely
submit to suoh brutality on the part of
thelr priests, and that a manly, inde-
pendent, republican splirit resents such
barbarous conduct.
