Conspiracy.

Editor of THE AMERICAN: It must
be admitted that you presenta fairer
srgument than the average goldbug,
yet I did not suppose il necessary 1o
explaln to s business man with lucid
lntervals that there is a difference be-
tween the amount of money In exist-
ence and the amount in circulation
doing business, All business institu-
tions keep some smount on deposit
with their bank at all times, and the
average aggregate of all the depositors
have in & bank makes such s snug lit
tle sum that, losned out 1o customers
who dre in need but who can be de-
pended upon w return when demanded,
it constitutes one of the sources of rev
enue to a bank. When times are
stringent or unsettled, no bank dares
Lo put in use the ldie capital of its de-
positors. Individuals also put money
away lo stockings, sufety vaults and in
biding places in the ground, but these
methods, hiding as they often do very
large sums, withdraw [rom business
but & smaull per cent of the amount
sometimes lald aside by Wall street
plutocrats when they conspire to pre-
duce a money famine. Money Is an au-
thorized representative of value, and
as such its whole use Is as & medium of
exchange, snd when any greatl amount
Is withdrawn from the possibility of
entering Into that use, the channels of
barter and trade feel the loss of iy,
prices of all property and producte
seekiog & market decline, and business
suffers. And the dollars doing busl-
ness being fewer, the mun with & note
at the bank finds It more difficult to
find money with which to pay, priva-
tion, distress and ruin follow,

that privilege is the ressonforit. I
will venture the assertion that if silver
should be discardicd as money entirely,
not even used as token money, you
buy two cuncesof it with & bushel of
wheat, and if gold were entirely dis-
curded as money, one bushel of wheat
would buy an ounce of gold, while to-
day It takes more than forty bushels
for one ounce of gold in Omaha.

medium be contracted unnaturally and
suddenly, a period of bankrupteivs will
ensue, More than twonty years we
liave endured a period of constantly
falllng values interspersed ocecasion-
ally with sudden contractlons, the
greatest of which caused the panic of
1883,

And oot of the loss and degradation
of the masses durlng such periods, the
great financial operators who pull the
strings reap great profits. It is worthy
the best efforte of all our patriotic peo-
ple to remove the conditions which
muke possible a recurrence of panics.
I believe it Is agreed by all who have
studled the '03 panic the direct cause
was concerted action of the American
Bankers' Assoelation cualling in one-
half of all loans and reduciog their na-
tional bank circulstion one-third. That
this was done to compel congress to re-
peal the Sherman silver purchase act
is no longer any eeceret, The natlonal
banks had $650,000,000 of their notes
in eclrculation and the withdrawal of
£217,000,000 was equivalent to lessen-
ing the circulation 33 per capita, The
forms of money circulating among the
common people are treasury notes,
bank notes and silver; gold being han-
dled almost exclusively the favored
few: and,the total of treasury notes
being 8130,000,000, it can be readlly
seen that the national bank potes con-
stitute the greater partof the money
handled by the common people. If
the banks can by concerted sclion
withdraw one-third, what can prevent
them from pulling in two-thirdz or
