"I- - --, now in the presence of

Almighty God, the blessed Virgin Mary, the
blewed Michael the Archangel, the bleased
St John the BapllKt, the Holy Apostles
Ftter and St Paul and the balnl and the
Gicrvd Host of Heaven, and to you. my lord,
t do declare from my he nU without mental
reservation that the pope is Christ's vloar-geue- ral

and U the true and only bead of the
universal church throughout the earth, and
that, by virtue of the keys of binding and
loosing given to tils holiness by Jesus Christ
re has power to depose heretical kings,
princes, states, commonwealths and govern-

ments, all being Illegal without his sacred
confirmation, and that they may safely tj
destroyed. Therefore, to the utmost of my
power, 1 will defend this doctrine and his
holiness" rights aud customs against ail

usurpers of the Protestant authority what-

soever, especially against the now pretended
authority and church In England and all ad-

herents, in regard that they be usurpal and
heretical, opposiug the sacred mother of the
church of Rome.

"I do denounce and disown any allegiance
as due to any Protestant king, prince or
state or obedience to any of their Inferior
officers. I do further declare the doctrine of
the church of England, of the Calvlnlsts,
Huguenots and other Protestants, to be
damnable and those to be damned who will
X)t forsake the same.

"I do further declare that t will help, assist
and advise all or any of his holiness' agents
Ln any plat? nerever I shall be, and to do
my utmost to jxtlrpate the Protestant doc-

trine and to destroy all their pretended
power, regal orotborwlse. I do further prom-
ise and declare that, notwithstanding I may
be permitted by dispensation to assume any
fceretlcal religion (Protestant denominations)
tor the propagation of the mother church's
Interest, to keep secret and private all her
agents' counsels as they entrust me, and not
to divulge, directly or indirectly, by word,
writing or circumstances whatsoever, but to
execute all which shall be proposed, given ln
charge or discovered unto me by you, my
isost reverend lord and bishop.

"All of which I, , do swear by the
blessed Trinity and blessed Sacrament
which 1 am about to receive, to perform on
my part to keep Inviolably, and do call on
all the Heavenly and Glorious Host of
Heaven to witness my real intentions to
keep this my oath.

"In testimony whereof I take this most
holy and blessed Sacrament of the Eucharist,
and witness the same further with my con-

secrated hand, in the presence of my holy
bishop and all the priests who assIM him In

my ordination to the priesthood."

Extreme Outli of iuo Jesuit.
I, , now in the presence of

Almighty God, the blessed Virgin Mary, the
blessed Jilcuacl the archangel, the blessed
St. John the Baptist, the holy Apostles St.
Peter and St. Paul and the saints and sacred

established In Ireland, and on the continent
of America, and elsewhere, and all adherents
in regard I h at they be usurped and heretical,
"pposlng the sacred church ef Rome.

iance as due to any heretical king, prince or
state named Protsstant or Liberals or
obedience to any of their laws, magistrates
or officers.

I do further declare that the doctrine of
the churches of England and Scotland, of

withstanding I am dispensed with to assume
any religion heretical for the propagation of
the mother church's Interest, to keep secret
and private all her agents' councils from
time to time, as they entrust me, and not to
divulge, directly or Indirectly, by word,
writing or circumstances whatever, but to
execute all that shall be proposed, given ln
charge, or discovered unto me, by you or my

ever, communicated to me.

I do furthermore promise and declare that
I will, when opportunity presents, make and
wage r&lentless war, secretly or openly,
against all heretics, Protestants and Liberals
as I am directed to do, to extirpate them
from the. face of the whole earth, and that
I will spare neither age, sex or condition, and
that I will hang, burn, waste, boil, flay,

Cardinal's Oath.
"I. .cardinal of the Holy Roman

church, do promise and swear that, from this
time to the end of my life, 1 will be faithful
and obedient unto 8t. Peter, the holy apos-
tolic Roman church, and our most holy lord,
the pope of Rome, and his successors, canon-lcall- y

and lawfully elected: that I will give
no advice, consent or assistance against the
pontifical majesty and person; that I will
never knowingly and advisedly, to their ry

or disgrace, make public the councils
entrusted to me by themselves, or by mes-

sengers or letters: also that I w!l give them
any assistance in retaining, defending and
recovering the Roman papacy and the regalia
of Peter, with all my might and endeavor, to
far as tne rights and privileges or my order
will allow It, and will defend them against
all their honor and state, and I will direct
and defend, with due form and honor, the
legates and nuncios of the apostolic see, In
the territories, churches, monasteries and
other benefices committed to my keeping;
and I will cordially with them
and treat them with honor in their coming,
abiding and returning, and that I will resist
unto blood all persons whatsoever who Bhall
attempt anything against them. That I will,
by every way and by every means strive to
preserve, augment and advance the rights,
honors, privileges, the authority of the Holy
Roman bishop, our lord the pope and his
before mentioned successors, and that, at
whatever time anything shall be decided to
their prejudice, which Is out of my power to
hinder, as soon as I shall know that any
steps or measures have been takeu In the
matter, I will make It known V ie same,
our lord or his successors, or son '' 'r per-
son by whose means it may bobr, " to
their knowledge. That I will keep an.
out and cause others to keep and carry
the rules of the holy father, the decree,
ordinances, dispensations, reservations, pro-
visions, apostolic mandates and constitu-
tions of the Holy Father Sertus, of happy
memory, as to visiting the tl .shoMs of the
apostles at certain prescrlr times, accord-
ing to the tenor of that ' ich I have just
read through. That I wii. seek out and op-
pose, persecute and fight (omnt conatu

et impugnaturum) against here-
tics or schismatics who oppose oui lord, the
pope of Rome, and his before-mention- suc-

cessors, and this I will do with every possible
effort."

(Signature) then sent to the pope.

Bishop's Oath.
"I, elect of the

diocese, from henceforward will be
faithful and obedient to St. Peter the Apostle
and to the Holy Roman church, and to our
lord, the holy pope of Rome, and to his suc-
cessors, canontcally entering, I will neither
advise, consent nor do anything that they
may lose life or member, or that their per-
sons may be seized, or hands In anywise laid
upon them, or any injuries offered to them,
under any pretence whatsoever. The coun-
sel with which they shall intrust me by them-
selves, their messengers or letters, I will not
knowingly reveal to any, to their prejudice,
I will help them to defend and keep the Ro-
man papacy and the royalties of St. Peter
against all men. The legate of the apostolic
see, going and coming, I will honorably treat
and help in his necessities. The rights,
honors, privileges and authority of the Holy
Roman church of our lord, the pope, and bis
aforesaid successors, I will endeavor to pre-
serve, defend, Increase and advance. I will
not be in any counsel, action or treaty, in
which shall be plotted against our said lord
and Roman church, anything to the hurt or
prejudice of their persons, rights honor, state
or power, and, If I shall know any such thing
to be treated or agitated by any whatsover,
I will hinder It to my utmost, and as soon as
I can, I will signify It to our lord. The ordi-
nance and mandates of the pope, 1 will ob-
serve with all my might and cause to be ob-
served by others.

"Heretics, schismatics aid rebels to our
said lord or his successors, I will to my '
most persecute and oppose.

"I swear by almighty God, by all ln heaven

and earth, by the holy prayer-boo- k of my
holy church, by the blessed Virgin Mary
mother of God, by her sorrow and grief at the
cross, by her tears and nalllngs, by the holy
apostles St. Peter and Paul, by the glorious
apostle ot Ireland-H- t. Patrick by the

That I will preserve the funds of this
order for the cause of Irish revolution alone
as specified In the constitution; that I will
deem It my special duty and mission to
promote and foster sentiments of union,
brotMrly love, nationality, among all
Irish I take this obligation without any
mental reservation, holding the same forever
binding upon me, and that any violation
thereof, or desertion of my duty to the
brotherhood Is infamous, and merits the
severest punishment, so helu me God."

This oath the candidate is abjured to
keep at the hazzard of his life. It was
printed in the Chicago Inter Ocean and
was sworn to be correct at the Cronin
trial. It was reported by said paper
November 17, 1894. Priests and bishops
act as chaplains for this holy (?) order.
