Cholers Tnfantum.

No one supposed that cholera Infan-
tum s wilfully caused by mothers or
persons who have Infants in charge:

Diarrhoea.—What Is true of cholera
Infantum 18, in great part, true of di
arrhoen. The great cause of infant
mortality (s largely due to lgnorance
and carelessness on the part of those
who have the care of children.

It ought to be known o every per-
son who has the care of a child during
the hottest day of July and August
that a good light, ¢lean, dry, warm
fannel over the entird abdomen is a
very important article for every child
who Ia in danger of any bowel trouble,
The rapld evaporation of perspiration,
and the consequent serlous coldness of
the abdomen, can be prevented by the
flannel.

Bigeest Farm on Earth,

The
land s best adapted for rice, sugar,
corn and cotton. A tract, say half a
mile wide, is taken, and an engine |s

placed on each slde. The engines are

| portable and operate a cable attached

|to four plows, By this arrangement
| thirty acres are gone over in a day
with the labor of only three men
There is not a single draught horse on
the entire place, if we except those
ueed by the herders of cattle, of which
there are 18000 head on the place
The Southern Pacifie rallway rons for
thirty-six miles through the farm. The
company has three steamboatls operat-
ing on the waters of the estate, of
which 300 miles are navigable, [ has
also an lce-house, bank, shipyard and
rice mills.—From the Knoxvilla Trib-
une,
