Although Queen Charlotte of Wur-
temburg is a woman of rare beauty
and charm, and possassad of every
woality to endear her to her husband's
subjects, yet it would be false to assert
that the recovery from the very ser-
lous {liness by which ghe is now pros-
trated s hoped for or prayed for by
the people of Wurtemburg. On the
contrary they are inclined to hope
that she may be moved to a brighter
and hetter world—in one word, that
her present illness may termioate fa-

tally, which it ig extremely probable
will prove the case.

The fact of the matter is that the
ueen has the disadvantage of being
childless, her husband having only one
Jdaughier, the Princess Paullne, by bia
firgt wife, Now, women are debarred
from reigning in Wurtemburg, and In
default of mlae Issue on the part of
the King, the crown will pass at his
death to the Catholic branch of hia
house, the helr presumptive being
young Duke Albert, who is married to
an Austrian archduchess, and who was
educated at Vienna by Jesuit priests.

Now, the people of Wurtemburg are
lutherans of a more bigoted type
<han ara to be met anywhere in the
length and breadth of Germany. They
look upon popery with horror, re-
fer to the Catholic Church as the
“Scarlet Woman,” and view with
dread the possibility of a Catholie and
priest-ridden king coming to rule over
them. In fact, it may be questioned
whether they would not prefer annex-
ation to Prussia and the rule of Em-
peror William to that of a Catholic
king.

If Queen Charlotte succumbs to her
yresent malady, which, as stated
above, is extremely probable, the king,
who is still a relatively young man,
4 almost certain to marry again, and
it ‘may be taken for granted that on
that occasion he will select a consort
who i8 likely to provide him with an
heir to the throne. That is why the
Wurtemburgers are longing and pray-
ing for the death of their lovely Queen
Charlotte, whose life they would
vheerfully sacrifice to avert the posesi-
bility of a Catholic king coming to
rolgn over them,

Queen Charlotte is about thirty-two
vears of age, has superb dark hair
and eyes, and a most pleasing and
winning expression. She is as cour-
ageons as she is beautiful, and on two
occasion has given evidence of great
presence of mind. Once, when driv-
ing through the streets of Stuttgardt,
the horses took fright and the coach-
man was thrown violently to the
ground. Withont a moment's heslta-
tlon Queen Charlotte sprang onto the
box. seized the reins, stopped the
horses, and then showed the Kindness
of her heart by hurrying back fto
where the coachman was in order to
inguire about his injuries. On anoth-
or occasion her husband was shot at
while driving with her to church, and
with much devotion ghe threw herself
in front of him in order to protect
him from injury Fortunately the
mullel flow wide its mark. But the aet
was, nevertheless, one of great cour-

Hiegal Assessments,

My Dear Siri—I am very much in-
vorested in the recent articles of your
wide awake paper in which you ex-
pose official corruption. 1 have heen
sompwhalt surprised, however, that
naither you nor any other city editor
has noticed the manner in which the
tax commissioner Is openly violat-
ing the law in making the assiss-
memts on real and personal property

The following is an extract from the
law creating the office of tax commis-

sioner in cities of the metropolitan
r_lm.

“The tax commissioner shall by him-
solf and his deputies assess and value
at their falr cash value all property,
real and personal, and all franchises
within the city limits, belonging tw
persoms, partnerships, assoclations
and corporations, which is not exempt
by law from taxation. Each of said
deputies before entering upon the dis-
charge of his duties shall take an oath
to Impartially list and assess all prop-
erty required to be by him listed and
assessad at its fair eash valune”

Now, sir, the above reads too plainly
to admit of any misconstruction. What
do we find? 1 have a home, for in-
stance, no man ean purchase it from
ma today for less than $5000; it is
said by competent judges to be worth
$8,000; it cost me more than that, 1
went to see how 1 was assessed, and
of course was pleased to find that 1
was exempt from taxes on about $3.-
200, my home being assessed at $1,200.
T was about to show the tax eommis-
sioner the arror, when someone asked
that official, “What is the basis of the
assesgment under this new state of
affairg?” “We ailm to assess at about
30 or 40 per cent of the real value”
was the reply. Wall, T thonght if that
is done all around it is equitable, and
the gentleman asking the qnestion so
axpressed himself. 1 afterwards ex-
aminad tha Jaw and found that this
was o clear violation of s provislons:
Tt reads At Its falr cash value"
at 30 or 40 per cent. Tt is not Jawful
then to assess property hat wav. Ts
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tax. Thia ia ch man's sneres-
tion. Ti just sulte tha tax shirkers
Look at {. In the first place
small  holdings are always ap-
priaiged much greater in  propor-
tion to the real wvalue than large

holdings are. But even if the wvalua-
tions happms to be even. a rich man
has o proparty worth, sav, ag John A
Crefehton’s holdings are sald to be
worth $3.000,000, under Sackett's un-
lawful methode Creighton's  realty
wonld he astsessad at about 1,000,000

$2.000,000 worth of real estate. while |
A poor man whose little homa e worth
iy, 3900, lx assessed, on the same |

basis, at $300, exempting him on $500
worth of property. Why should the
one be exempt on §2,000,000 while the
other geta clear only on $6800. This
scheme i manifestly not in the inter-
eat of the poor man, If the law wera
ohserved as it ought to be, the rich
man would pay his just proportion of
his taxes, but as it now s the great
mnsa of noor men bear the heavy ond
of the burden. [ have taken great
paing to thoroughly examine into
this matter before arriving at this con-
clusion. You will notice also that the
law requires all franchises to e ns-
ses=ed at thelr falr cash value. Com-
missioner Sackett has ruled that these
amount based on their sarnings, and
amount based on thelr earnineg=, and
of course the word of the managers
n8 to thoe earnings & aceantad. Now
it Mr. Sackett’'s law Is good, why not
assess my vacant lots at their earning
eapacity, T am the unfortunate holder
of such lots that have run me in the
hole several hundred dollare  each
vear, on Mr. Sackett's theory the clty
owes me a neat amount for taxes in-
stend of asking me to pay

This letter I8 already growing too
long. In a future one T shall point out
kome other serious breaches of law
in the tax department of the city, 1
trust this may set the small property
owners thinking Yours truly.

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Ahraham Lincoln.

Mr. Linecoln was a thorough poli-
tician in the best sense of the term.
He recognized the imperative need of
parties in American political affairs.
He did all in his power to build up
the great party which he so ably rep-
resented, the party of freedom, of en-
lighted statemanship, of mnational
honor, and progress,

But he was an homest politician.
His honesty was entirely compatible
with a strong personal desire to fill
the highest positlon within the gift of
man. Honesty and lawful ambition are
not contraries. Mr. Lincoln pever
stooped to the packing or primaries,
to the buying and gelling of votes,
to bargaining with the men of influ
ence by promising them office.

By the very laws of human action
he was constrained to reward his sup-
porters with places of trust and profit.
Homest politics does not forbide this
It is not necessary to go to the length
of the maotto “To the victors belong
the spoils” in afirming the prineiple,
No matter under what name a politi
eal movement may be carried on, i
cannot help becoming a purty move-

ment. There must be an organiza-
tion, There must be prominent men
within it. There must he wheels

within wheels. and in all probability
there will be a wheel within all the
wheels, and a living spirit within
that wheel to move all the rest, There-
fore there will be “a machine™
It is senseless to ery out agninst a
machine. Work cannot he done with-
out the human hand or machinery
which stands for the hand. Political
work must be done by a political ma-
chine.

But we need the right kind of a ma-
chine, or of men composing it. We
want men who will not be on the
lookout perpetually for their own sel-
fish ends. We want men filled with
the spirit of patriotism and of incor-
ritpt  honesty, like Abhraham Lincoln,
“to run the machine” Good citizens
onght to hecome parts of sueh a ma-
chine.  They ought to refuse ahso-
lutely to be controlled by men whom
they do not personally reepect or in
whom they have no genuine political
eonfidence

They cannot win unlesss thev are
organized into a party. T fully be-
lieve the best party ever compacted
together was that one thrilled and

ingpired by the grandly principled
personality  of Lincoln. If kept to
high ideals, T belteve it to be the

party best prepared to carry on the
Ameriean Republic to loftier heights
of national glory.—Bishop Samuel
Fallows in Chicago Tribune.
