walting an opportunity to exhibit thelr
despc tie powers.
Thev have been manipulatiog partis-
ans, lobbying leglsiation, subsidizing or
iotimidating the press, boycotting bus-
iness, opposing unsectarian natloosl
education, monopoliziog musicipal and
judiclal suthority, lostigating sirile
betweon labor and capltal, and eodeav-
oring thereby to plusge ihis country
into & clvil war acd a national revolu-
tion. And to consummate their fiend-
ish work they have uader the direct
control of the l{omsn clergy of the
United States thousands of thelr lguo-
rant dupes organized and armed, and
thousands more crowding Into the state
militls, army and navy where they
may oot be trusted. The ‘‘Hiberalan
Rifle"” organlzation, according to thelr
oMelal blennial and private reports,num
ber more than one hundred thousand
Irish Catholics organized in the United
States, each ol whom is requlred to
arm Io complisnce with the rules of
the organization, and more than 22 000
ol them are in the state of Illinols.

The Swift March of Time Cuts Small
FPart in the Averngs Castilllan's Exlet-
enes — Never o & HMurry te Do
Anyihing.

From the “Diary of an Idle Woman
in Spain,” by Frances Ellot, published
in 1884: In Spaln you must learn 10
wait. The Arst word 1 heard at Irun
was manana (tomorrow) In  every-
body's mouth, Manana, manana—no
use to hurry; needless to reproach, ri-
diculous to scold; dangerous to sWear.
Time 18 made for slaves Now, your
Spaniard may be poor, starving even,
but he Is no slave. Time is his prop-
erty, and he will enforce his rights to
it

Spanish pride is proverbial. It has
one good side, which results In every
man thinking himself a gentleman. You
speak to your servant, to a shopman, to
an artisan—as to an equal. Even a
troublesome beggar |8 addressed as
brother, and adjured in the name of
God to “remove himself out of the
way;" all, including the beggar, re-

plying with equal courtesy and respect.
People may draw knives and kill each |
other, but their language is polite; thq]
only wrangle and call names in the
cortes,  All this la so singular, so thor-
oughly national, I quite despalr of mak-
Ing it comprehensible; it is the manner
of the people who respect themselves,
and by action of this feeling lmpose
respect on wthers.

It Is also true that the pride of the
Spaniard blinds him to the truth—that
he thinks or affects to think his coun-
try lIs still the first In Europe; and,
passing with flowing brush over the po
litical insignificance into which Spain
has fallen for centuries, and I8 only
now slowly recovering from, goes back
in faney to the glorious days when the
red and yellow flag waved over two
hemispheres, and her flest ruled the
world's seas. And as the history of
the past, which Iz at the bottom of thess
hallucloations, every knows it. Not
educated men merealy, but ths hoy who
cleans your shoes, the porter who car-
rles your luggage, the peasant with his
striped searf, who tills the ground, the
water carrler, the laborer In vineyard
and ollve ground, the swarthy tarero
who fights the bull, the dark gitano
who plays the guitar, the peaceful se-
reno who paces the silent streest, the
very beggar who bothers you for alms.
Bach and all ralse their heads and thoir |
eyes glitter at the old names of yore,
the Cld, King Jaime, Ferdinand, Isa-
bella, Columbus, Pizzaro, Cortes, Xi-
menes, and that Incarnation of Spanish
greatness, the Emperor Charles V, Not,
mind you, as heroes of old tales, to he

read of in chronicles, but as actual
living men in whose renown and glory
they themselves share.

Caress hig foibles and you will find
vour Spaniard charitable and charm-
ing. He does not exalt himself upon |
other's ruin, nor discuss BEuropean el- |
amities (he Is too prond for that), 1o/
compare them with his own, On the
contrary, he Is as willing to applaud
ag he would himself be praised. Al-
ways with a reservation, unexpressed,
and perhaps bardly admitted even to|
himself, that the Spaniard {8 so |m-
mensely superior to all others, no com-
parison can possibly exist. But when
he speaks of his country, he Is insolent,
overbearing, unreasoning. For Spain,
he will sing hymns of triumph all Jday
long—in parilament, in journals, In
speeches, pamphleta, books—Spaln, a
people of heroes, the great natlon, the
glory of centurieg past, present and to
ecome! BSuch is the Spaniard, The last
to learn, the first to forget; always be-
ginning, never ending; taking no les-
sons from the past, despising the fu-
ture; brave, indolent, frugal, honor- |
able, vain, with a faith to romq:r\'tul
mountalns, with a practice to let a |
molehill lla,

None are such pessimists in pontlcs:
as Spaniards. With thelr arrogant |
self-esteem and inflexible character
this s remarkable. But publie confi- |
dence has been so effectually shaken by |
centuries of misrule under the sway of |
incapable ministers and weak sover-
glgns—not to mention bloody elvil
wars; a greedy, superstitious clergy, in-
triguing courtlers, and military dieta-
tors—that under the most prosperous
conditions it will take a long time to

many of which still remain io a con-

| dition of savagery. Yet the purpose Is,

as far as possible, to Include In the
enumeration every human being on
whom the sun rises on a particular day
in the year 1900, Explorers and census
takers are to be sent Lo every atiain-
able point on the globe for the purpose.
Such Is the scheme. It looks Imprac-
ticable. An attempt has recently been
made to take & complete census of
Russia and this will aild the new um-
dertaking immensely. During his tour
in Europe LI Hung Chang became in-
terested in the proposed census of the
world and, 1t is asserted, promised his
co-operation and assistance In the
work. China forms the greatest fao-
tor of uncertainty in estimating the
population of the globe. Estimates of
the number of inhabitants in Chins
vary sometimes by one or two hundred
millions, and even the population of
the chief citles can only be guessed at.
S0, too, Africa presents an enormous
field of mysteries and difficulties., Bu-
timates of its population are constant-
Iy varying, because explorers frequent-
ly come upon knots and centers of
population the real extent of which ls
unknown. The most careful statls-
ticians admit that their estimates of
the population of Africa may be a8
much as 50,000,000 out of it. West of
India are the vast lands that Alexam-
der overran in his conguest—Afghanls-
tan, Persia and Turkey In Asia. How
many scores of milllons or even hun-
dreds of milllons may they not con-
tain? Many of the uplands of Persia
are practically unknown to the civll-
ized world, but they can support &
great population. No one knows how
many people Arabla contains. No-
body knows how many Eskimo there
are dwelllpg In the lands of eternal
{ea that encircle the north pole; maay
of the islands of the vast Pacific swarm
wlith Inhabitants living on the open
bounty of nature, whose free and care-
less life has captivated the Imagine-
tion of highly educated men like Rob-
ert Louls Stevenson, and when the
census is completed, If it proves prac-
ticable, what will it probably show the
total population of the globe to be?
