In Mark's gospel we rend, XX1,, 26

“Multitudes, multitudes In the valley
of decislon: for the day of the Lord is
near In the valley of decipion; the
sin and the moon shall be datrkened,
and the wstars shall withdraw thelr
shining."”

The 38th chapter of Ezekiel spoaks
of the Intter days when the mountaing
and the steep places and every wall
phall be thrown down, and when “all
the men that are upon the earth shall
shake at My (the Lord's) presence.”
And why?

Isniah LXV., says: "For, behold, 1
ereats new heavens and a new earth;
and the formar aball not be remems
bered, nor come Into mind.” And In
Inniah XXXIV,, 910, you can read:
“For It In the day of the Lord's ven-
gennce, and the year of recompense
for the controversy of Zlon, And the
streams thereof shall be turned Into
piteh, and the dust thereof into brim-
stone, and the land thersof shall he-
pome burning piteh.,” And in TIsalah
XXIV., 19-20, it is stated that In that
day, “The earth s utterly broken
down, the earth 8 clean dis-
solved, the earth is moved excessding-
ly; the earth shall reel to and fro like
n drunkard, and shall be removed like
a cottage; and the transgression thers-
of shall be heavy upon it: and it shall
fall and not rise again.”
