The Temps says that the beginning of
the blockade will be deferred until
Thursday or Friday, to enable France to
take the steps prescribed by interna
tional law. Besides the blockade, mili
tary operations will be opened shortly
The details of these operations are still
andetormined, They will be settled at
a cabinet council in a day or two, Steps
will be taken in Indo-China towards
serious action immediately after the ar-
rival of the battalion of the foreign lega- |
tion. The second portion of this bat- |
talion started from Marseilles Sunday.
The native militla will be reorganized, |
and together with the imported com-
panids of the foreign legion, will co-
operate with the force already in active
service in the Khong district.

The Des Debates says that Siam, as a
rich producing country, probably, does
not fear greatly the blockade. As for!
tho operations on land, The Des Debates |
thinks the Siamese will be supplied by |
England with all the arms they need.
The majority of the Paris newspapers
devote as much space to the denuncia-
tions of England as to the matter of the
Biamese tronble, England is reproached
by all the French newspapers,

The extreme conservative radieal)
mewspapers abstain {rom discussing the |
gitnation. They are holding back so as
to denounce the government in case the
Binmese venture proves a fizzle,

A dispatch from Rome says that Italy
bhas asked England to protect Italian
subjects in Siam,

The Siamese seoretary of the legation
eays upon secing Pavie embark, the
Biamese government may decide to ac-
cept the terms of the ultimatum, This
supposition, however, was merely per-
gonnl and did not rest on any definite in-
formation.

English Editorial Commuonts,

Loxpon, July 25,—The Times says
editorially: “England's main object in
the matter is against making British
and French possessions i Asin con-
terminous, If she so desired whe might
warn France of the danger she is ran-
ping by reminding her of the Tonguin
finsco,"

The Daily Newa comments at length
on the opinion prevalent in the German
press, that a squabble between France
and England over Binm would be advan-

Agrioultural Departmont Issues n Bulletin

WasHINaGTON, July 20.—The agricnl-
tural department has just issned a bulle-
tin on the subjeot of peach yellows, pre-
parad by Speciul Agent Smith, It em-
bodies the results of four years' experi-
ments with fertilizers to determine their
villue as proventatives and cures of the
disease, The experiments wers made in
the middle states, and Dr, Smith says he
is satisfiod that peach yollows cannot bo
cured by fertilization of the soil and he
thorefore recommends that further ex-
periments be abandoned.
