The vote then recarred  upon Ao
mmendment offered by Mr, Price to
amand Me, Huarter's substitate, placing
w daty of 1 eent por pound on sugar
below 10 Dateh standard and abolishing
the sugnr vounty by lnsorting the pro-
vision of Mills bill, which levied a duty
on sugnr not above 18 Duteh standard of
1110 por cont, and it wan enrriod by an
overwhelming majority, 185 to 69, This
wotion nbolishes the bouoty on sugar,

mont to weotlon 181, providing for s duty
on  rofined  sugar.
