Dure
Mg this extremityof anguish, while the
tender franme 1s belng torn, as It were,
fu pleces, while at avery pore [t fesls
the sharpost pangs, and the agonized
soul 18 rendy to burst from [ wretched

by menans of u ropo that fastened them
togethor nt the wrists, and which was
turned by an engloe, thoy drew them by
degroees nearer ench other, In such n
mannor that the back of ecach hand
tonchod, and stood parallel to ench
other. Hoth his shoulders were thus
dislooated, and & oconsiderable quuntivy
of blood Issued from his mouth. This
torture was repented thrice, after
which he was agaln taken to the dun-
geon and delivered to the physician
wnd surgeon, who, in setting the dislo-
eated bones, put ilm to the most ox-
quisite torment.

About two months after the second
torture, the prisoner, belng jrecovared,
was agiin ordored o the orture-room,
and there, for the first Lme, made W
undergo another kind of punishment,
which was Inflloted twioe without in-
tormission.
