" fhe Cowri Denies dm Imjunclisn in the
Anorehist Case.

Chicago dispatoh: Beveral days ago
the Arbeiter bund, an anarchist society,
sppealed to the conrt for an injunction
to prevent the police from interfering
with their public meetings. Ths matter
was referred to Master in Chancery
Windes, who made a raport to-day. He
finds no precedent for interfering by in-
junction with their official condnet, nn-
less property rights are involved. He
does not deem it within the provinee of
s master to recommend injunetions save

where it is clearly established Ly prece-
f dent that they ghonld is<ne, and con-
tents Limself with snzgesting that one

the Arbeiter bund to be nn illegal and
revolutionary organization. He says
the afidavits of the complainants and

several other citizens say that the pur-
poacs of the bund are lawful nnd proper.
The master deuies that to restrain the
police from permitting the Arbeiter
bund meeting wonld be an interference
with their diseretion. On that subject
he says in part: **It is Lostile and even
dangerous to the genius of our institn-
tions, and in confliet with those npon
which they are based, to assumo that a
policeman withont judicial responsibil-
1ty elinll exereise judicial power to grant
or withhold the rizhits of citizens consti-
tntionally to meet in public sssemblies.
If the mere belief of a police officsr
that projected public meetings are for
unlawfnl purposes shall operato to the
rohibition of such meetings, such be-
ief—created perhinps by error, malios,
bigotry or political partisnnabip—may
be resorted to for the effectual extin-
gnishment of & fundamental coratitu-
tionn] rizht

When citizens lisve assembled, if they
ndvocate or proceed to the ecmmission
of unlawful mota or the overthrow of
povernment, or the destruetion of prop-
erty, Uaen.tha conkervators of peace
may exercise their diserelion in dis-

reing them. 1f in this case the police
wve substantinl grounds for their Le-
lief, they shonld not be engaged in a
debate before s master of chancery de-
fending an sssumed jndicial power, but,
ns conservators of tfie pesce, shonld ar.
rest the complaiuants and sppear as
their aocusers 1n s eriminal proceeding,”

A BRIEF BUT POINTED ADDRESS

Made by Gor. Thayer on the Occasion of i
Inauguration.

Following is the inaugural address of

Governor Thayer of Nebraska on the

oocasion of his taking the oath of office

for a second term: :

With & full and grateful appreciation
of the kindness of the people of Ne-
braska and of the lhoner bestowed upon
mo by my election & second time to the
office of executive of the state, T have
sppeared hiere in your presence to take
the osth of office prescribed Ly the eon-
stitution, and to give assurance of a
faithful discharge of duoty.

Governmeut 18 formed for the benefit
and ]\rl_llﬂ'liun of all _thﬂ lul_‘n'plle who
come within its jurisdiction. The ap-
plication, purpose and source of govern-
ment are clearly deseribed in the mem-
orsble and impressive language of Lin-
eoln: “A government of the penplg
and for the people and by the people.
The statesmen of the revolutionary
period seemed to have nbibed the same
ides, for they simed to establish gov-
ernment &pon & new principle, namely,
npon the recoguition of the people as
the source of sovereign power. hey
proclaimed this principle in the declara.
tion of Independence, and they simed
to make it 4 liviug, tangible I.‘!.'Illlt" in
the government which they organized.
They overthrew the time-honored dog-
ma which had oome down through the
ages, that divinity Ledges kingly sov-
ercignty, They swept away with a
ruthless band the old notions of rank,
of easte, of infullibility, and mlmlthlt_ad
in their stead the broad, comprehensive
and only true philosophionl prinei-
ple of government, that sovervignty em-
enstes from the hearta and minds of
those who make and unmake thrones,
and kingdoms, and who create prinei-
mlities, and powers, and republics.

“uey saw that io the monarclial gov.
ernment the ruler ia the soversign.
They declared that in this country the
ruled aliould be the sovereigns, mnd the
troe theory of republican gvernment has
been realized in this land. The people
can only be deprived of this sovereignty
by their indifference and supinencss to
thye insidions asssults made ngaiust its
very foundations.

THE BALLOT,

The instrumentality by which the sov-
ereiruty seeks expression is the ballot,
By it a frecmman’s will 18 made known,
By it the sovercign speaks. It should
be us sacred as honor ean make it It
should Yie ns pore as the sunbesms, It
shiould be treasured as a holy thing. No
polluted hands shonld ever l’ny violenes
upon it. It should ever be guarded
with all the sacredness of a religious
faith.

The intent of the mechanie is illus-
trated by the wonderful meohanism his
genius has created, It works perfectly
withont the varistion of a Lair. It im-
plicitly cbeys the will of its sovereign
and ereator. Tho machinery must he
perfect and withiont alloy. The pority
of the ballot is the safety of the nation,
In it rests the permanence of our re-
publican form of government. Datile
the ballot and the fonniain source of
government is pollnted and its efficacy
18 destroyed. The man who buys the
vole of another and the man who sells
it, are alike deserving universal publie
reprobation and should be  speedily
lodged for a long term of yoears iu the
cells of a penitentiary, for they are nnfit
